Another successful season for RYHA ended just a few short months ago and we are now looking ahead to the 2005/2006 season.  Spring is the time of year when we evaluate where we are as an association and contemplate steps to improve the level of service to our membership.  The RYHA Board of Directors meets the second Wednesday of every month at the Holiday Inn South and I encourage you to attend these meetings to provide us with your thoughts and to learn about what changes may be in store for the upcoming season.

While it may sound strange, Spring is also the time of year when players and parents should be thinking about what they want from hockey next season.  A fundamental concept in the RYHA mission statement is to create a positive opportunity for all of our RYHA participants.  I have emphasized the word all here to point out to you that RYHA really does strive to provide a hockey-place for everyone, regardless of their level of ability or commitment.  While playing levels are subject to change as we think about how to best serve our hockey players, last year RYHA offered the following levels of play.  All levels are for those who are interested in having fun playing hockey, but each level involves different commitments and different hockey goals.

Level
Age Group(s)
Description

C – sometimes called the House League
Squirt, Pee Wee, and Bantam
This level is for those who want to have fun playing hockey, but not a really big commitment.

Semi-traveling C
Pee Wee and Bantam
This level is for those who want to participate in some traveling, but who do not want the full traveling commitment. 

B2
Squirt
This level is for those who want to participate in some traveling, but who do not want the full traveling commitment and also for those who are interested in progressing into higher levels in the future.

B1
Pee Wee and Bantam
This level is for those who are interested in the full traveling commitment and for those who are interested in progressing to the next level in the future.

A
Squirt, Pee Wee, and Bantam
This level is for those who are interested in the full traveling commitment and for those who are interested in competing against the best youth hockey competition. 

Junior Gold
Competitive hockey level for  high school aged players (15-19 years old) involving a traveling schedule  with 8-10 other District teams.


This level is for those who are interested in continuing with hockey into their high school years.

 

So, what level is best for you?  It’s really up to each player and their parent(s) to decide, and now is the time to start thinking about it.  Most players can’t decide in September that they want to “be on the A team.”  For the higher levels of play, at least some training is usually necessary during the summer months.  In the same respect, players and parents should understand the different levels of commitment called for at the different levels of play and be prepared to follow through during the season.  Contact us with any questions you may have.

On the other side, don’t make hockey your life during the summer.  Play other sports; boat, fish, camp, or do whatever it is you like to do.  Balance the need to have fun this summer against your goals and commitment level for the next hockey season.  Above all, have a happy, healthy Summer, and we’ll see you next season.

This issue will be discussed at the Spring MAHA meeting (TO BE HELD April 29-May 1 in Arden Hills) and will in all likelihood, be voted on at the summer meeting. Bob has agreed to take the lead on the comments Rochester wants to forward to our District 8 Representative, Rich Rakness.   I would suggest that those most affected meet to put together a cohesive statement about the effect this will have on Rochester Youth Hockey.   A good source of information for effects on many teams (i.e. Rochester teams not having teams to play in the new district) is Mike McCormack.  SPEAK NOW OR FOREVER HOLD YOUR PEACE!

Winter MAHA Report

District 8 consists of teams in the metro area and down to La Crescent.  For a number of years there has been talk of redistricting.  This issue will was discussed at the state meeting in January 2005.   According to the District 8 director this was a discussion only item at the state meeting.  They are looking for input from the hockey associations before a final redistricting takes place.

The proposal on the table is to get rid of the “Twin Cities” district and to create a “Dakota County” district and a new “Southeastern” district.  The “Southeastern” district would consist of Albert Lea, Austin, Dodge County, Faribault, Goodview/Winona, La Crescent, Northfield, Owatonna, Red Wing and Rochester. Any change will not go into effect until the 2006/2007 season.

The Rochester Youth Hockey Board created a task force to present our input because we believed a final decision was to be made in January of 2005.  Because this is not the case, the task force was not needed.

WE ARE LOOKING FOR VOLUNTEERS

The volunteers should be people who will be affected by this change.  For instance, my first and last hockey player will be out of RYHA when this change is scheduled to take place.  Several people express many concerns about how things are run and what happens in the hockey world – here’s your chance to have a voice.

The Rochester Youth Hockey Association had 35 teams play this year.  This does not include termites and supermites. We are one of the largest organizations in the state.  Running this organization takes many, many volunteers.  If you are asked to volunteer please do so.  If you are not asked to volunteer, volunteer yourself.  It is very difficult to run RYHA without volunteers.  If RYHA did not have sufficient volunteers, people may have to be hired which would increase the cost of participation for everyone.

RYHA gave a duffle bag and SKATE gave a bag tag to the 301 RYHA players that qualified for the state SKATE program by earning good grades.  RYHA is very proud of its SKATE players.  They work hard in school and on the ice.

This is the third season RYHA has endorsed SKATE, SKATERS KEEP ACHIEVING THROUGH EDUCATION.  SKATE is a voluntary academic achievement program sponsored by Minnesota Hockey, Minnesota Hockey Journal, Acceleration Minnesota and Minnesota Wild 10,000 Rinks Foundation.  Players must make the A or B Honor Roll, earn a 3.0 or above, or “S” in the Satisfactory grading system for two quarters/one semester or trimester during the hockey season to be eligible for the state SKATE program.  Special Education students are also eligible for the program.  

The program has grown from the 96 RYHA players qualifying the first year and 249 players last year.  This season we had 108 Squirts, 95 PeeWees, 53 Bantams and 45 Girls qualify.

RYHA thanks the sponsors of the teams, the parents and the SKATE PARENTS that volunteered to make this program a success.  We are also grateful to our local Culvers that again donated coupons for value meals to 301 players.

What We Believe

The Traveling Committee believes:

· Athletes have different levels of abilities.

· It is important to recognize that athletes have different goals, desires, and levels of dedication for the sport of hockey.  Our goal is to put these kids in an environment that matches these elements.

· A player gains self-confidence by feeling like he/she is “part of the game” and not an “extra-jersey”.

· A player achieves self-confidence and greater enjoyment of the game if his/her level of participation is maximized.  We do not believe a player truly gains self-confidence and improves their hockey skills because he/she makes an A team, especially if he/she begins to feel he/she can not keep up with the level of play and be a contributor.

· A player’s level of participation is maximized when the player is playing with other players of “like-abilities”.  For example, if the best high school player in the state is playing a game with NHL players, chances are, that player will not touch the puck as often as he/she would if he/she plays with high school players of “like-abilities”.  Improvement won’t happen if you can’t fully participate.

Because of these beliefs,

our philosophy
is stated below:

The philosophy of the Traveling Committee is that athletes who participate in the Traveling program should be placed on a team with other athletes of “like abilities”.  It is our belief that the athlete will improve faster and achieve a higher level of ability and enjoyment than by playing with other athletes who are too far above or too far below his/her playing level.  This philosophy protects both the lower and higher-ability athlete from not improving or experiencing success in the sport.
