In 1992, CPYHA came into existence out of the need to In 1992, CPYHA came into existence out of the need to 
address a feeder program for the newly opened Champlin address a feeder program for the newly opened Champlin 
Park High School. Parents and association representatives all Park High School. Parents and association representatives all 
agreed that this newly formed association would aid in the agreed that this newly formed association would aid in the 
improvement and development of hockey skills and provide improvement and development of hockey skills and provide 
more opportunities for kids to play hockey.more opportunities for kids to play hockey.

CPYHA had full support from the Champlin City Council and CPYHA had full support from the Champlin City Council and 
the Athletic Director for CP High school.
