TO ENHANCE THE APPEARANCE OF YOUR TEAM AND EXTEND THE LIFE OF YOUR UNIFORM, WE RECOMMEND THE FOLLOWING CLEANING AND STORING PROCEDURES:

1. Garments should be washed separately before initial use.

2. For best results and maximum wear, uniforms should be laundered immediately after each game.

3. Garments that cannot be cleaned promptly after wearing should be hung individually on rust proof hangers or hooks. Perspiration fading may occur if wet garments are left in a pile.

4. Do not wash white and colored garments together.

5. Wash all garments in cold water. All garments should be rinsed in cold water.

6. The water level in the washing machine should be kept high to hold down mechanical action. Only when uniforms are extremely soiled should the water level be lowered to increase mechanical action.

7. Avoid overloading the machine as this causes shrinkage and impedes the cleaning process.

8. Use an antistatic agent, especially on garments to be tumble dried, to minimize lint attraction and spark discharge.

9. Never use chlorine bleach on any garments as it fades colors and weakens some materials.

10.    For best results, garments should be hung to drip dry.

11.    When tumble drying, use the lowest temperature or "air" setting.

12.    Remove garments promptly from dryer.

13.    Do not dry clean your uniforms.

14.    Garments should be completely dry before storing.

15.    Store uniforms in a cool, dry area protected from sunlight and fluorescent light. This will prevent mildew and yellowing.
