Bill Blake motioned to accept the November Gambling report.  Bruce Weaver seconded the motion that was unanimously passed.

Rhonda Van Tuyl motioned to accept the December Gambling report.  Mike Stephenson seconded the motion that was unanimously passed.

The Cash Count and Inventory reports that we set to the State, did not make it on time.  We were docked $100.00.  Linda and Gordy met with the State Gambling Board and we were fined $500.00.  We need to submit to the State Gambling Board our resolution in fixing this problem.  Gordy will send the letter.

City of Champlin-Dan Masloski
We have outdoor ice.  Two teams can share outdoor ice.  The teams outside will use locker rooms 5 and 6.  Depending on teams at the Forum, they may have to share locker room.
Junior Gold Districts will be March 16th, 17th and 18th.

High School Section Tournaments will be February 21st at 8:00pm, the 22nd and 24th.

The following items will need approval by the City.  Lighting, conference room upgrade and heat recovery.

We asked when the Reach for Deals Screen would be available to let the public know the Forum information.  Dan said they were working on it.

The new Rebel logo will be repainted on the ice in about two years.  This would correspond with all the jerseys being replaced.

George asked if we could show apparel in the office but we would need to sign a harmless agreement.  Dan said this would not be a problem.   

The outdoor rinks are doing fine.  The warming house at Woodland was upgraded but not the boards.

Eric Carlson’s position is still open.  The City has interviewed 2 candidates.

The Fall Skills ice can be booked now.  Jeff M. and Dan will discuss.

Ice
Gary wants everyone to know that the outdoor ice is very important so please help with the locker rooms.  The next three weeks practices will be posted tomorrow.
Gary is putting 2 house and 2 traveling teams on the outdoor ice each night not at one time.

It was asked if we are going in the right direction with the practice/game ratio for mites. In Gary’s opinion, we are scheduling more games than practices. Rogers has gotten in hot water and District 10 is watching.  The C’s and D’s are playing 21 games.  There is not a chance to get to 3/1 practice/game ratio with 21 games.  District 10 may set boundaries on Mite games and we may as an association.

Elena asked about some ice not being used.  Gary knows about this and is has only happened a couple of times this season.  

Elena asked about direction for traveling coaches canceling outdoor practice.  It is the coach’s discretion. We don’t want to micro-manage the teams.

The web software has capabilities to generate ice bills.  Gary has proposed to use $170 per hour for ice and generate ice bills.  He will check with Chuck Rickart.

We need to get the Master Ice schedule back.

Traveling
We have conducted 2 coaches meetings - one was during the Bantam B2 Blue vs. White game so it was lightly attended and held in the stands so everybody could enjoy the game.  The game ended in a tie with Blue losing their fair play point and only getting one point while White kept their fair play point and came out ahead with 2 points for the evening (good thing we didn't declare them a C team or we would be on Osmundsons list of inappropriately placed teams)
 

2) We added Blake Christianson as an assistant coach to the Jr. Gold B team.  Daryl Hathaway is out of town now for approximately 2 weeks so we needed another coach to help them out.
 

3) We had a coach erroneously receive a Match Penalty.  Bruce Carlson was one of the linesmen at the game and explained to the ref at the games conclusion that the correct penalty is a Game Misconduct.  The Match was removed and the coach was suspended for one game since he did receive the Game Misconduct.  I verified with the District 10 representative for the level that the Match Penalty was in fact removed.  I spoke with the coach and a few witnesses.  Through the conversations I found that, while the coach was sarcastic to the ref, he did not use any profanity and his actions do not require further discipline from the Traveling Committee.
 

It has been a quiet month.  The next task at hand is getting the Parent/Player Coaches Evaluations and the Coaches Player Evaluations out to all managers.  As soon as we conduct the meeting between the Board and myself we will begin preparing for next season.

Banner Award Policy

2/25/07

CPYHA in cooperation with the City of Champlin have agreed to hang banners celebrating accomplishments of the CPYHA teams in the Ice Forum at Champlin.

The 2006-2007 CPYHA Board of Directors has agreed to the following policy to govern when and how a CPYHA team is awarded a spot on a banner or an individual banner and for it to be hung at the Ice Forum at Champlin.

Teams that accomplish any of the following achievements will be placed on a consolidated banner each of the following categories:

· District 10-League Champions (only for those levels that keep Official League Standings)

· District 10-Tournament Champions

· Metro Hockey League- League Champions (Junior Gold A, Junior Gold B and Youth 16U)

· Minnesota Hockey State Tournament Participant

Teams will be awarded individual banners when they accomplish one of the following achievements:

· Minnesota Hockey Regional Tournament 1st, 2nd or 3rd Place(Excluding any Regional Tournament that does not have a 1st, 2nd or 3rd Place designation, such as Junior Gold A, Junior Gold B and Youth 16U)

· Minnesota Hockey State Tournament 1st 2nd or 3rd Place

At the end of a season, the CPYHA Traveling Committee Director shall provide the CPYHA Board of Directors a list of all the accomplishments of the teams at every level of play.  The CPYHA Board Secretary will keep the official list of all team accomplishments achieved at the District League, District Tournaments, Regional and State Tournaments levels.  This list will be updated annually and kept as part of the official CPYHA records.  The CPYHA Communication Director will facilitate the ordering of new banners and updating of existing banners according to the CPYHA Banner Award Policy.  All banners will be hung in cooperation of the staff at the Ice Forum at Champlin.
