2007 Goalie Equipment Report
In 2006-07, CPYHA outfitted 33 goalies.  This number is down 25% from years past.  The decrease is due to some kids providing their own gear and lower numbers.  
CPYHA continues to charge rental fees for goalies to rent the gear during the regular season and off-season.  The fees vary from $50 - $200/year.  These fees are used to help off set the costs of the goalie gear.  
Some of the tasks involved in being on the goalie equipment committee include the following:  organize, distribute, sterilize, and repair the goalie gear.  This position requires approx. 4/hrs. each week with most of the work being done on repairs (sewing).  
Our goal for the 2007-08 season is to replace all of the mite level gear and add some extra gear to our various levels.  We’ve come a long way from donated gear to purchasing our own top level gear.  Safety continues to be our number one goal which is why we are particular on finding the right gear for the individual goalie.   
The benefit to being on this committee continues to be the smiles on the goaltenders faces when they are issued gear and to hear their stories of success.
