House Committee 2006-2007 Annual Review
Season Review:

1. For the first time mite evaluations included a third day of scrimmage for players that evaluated at the Mite C and D level in skills evaluation.  This was used as an additional score in determining the Mite C and Mite D split.
2. One Mite D team was selected and two Mite C teams were selected for the first time at CPYHA (previous season was one Mite C and one Mite D).  This was considered in order to give more players experience that could possibly play Mite D in the subsequent season.  The 2006-2007 season had 8 total players return to mites from the 2005-2006 Mite C and Mite D teams.  From the 2007-2008 season we expect to see 15 returning players to mites from the Mite C and Mite D teams.  All 3 teams this year had good competitive seasons, around .500 if we were keeping score and standings at this level but we are not.  We would like to see improvement in all 3 teams next season.
3. One problem did arise from Mite evaluations.  A player that was not able to attend evaluations was placed on a Mite C team after committee discussion.  After evaluation another player who did not get placed on the Mite C team was upset because they believed the process of selection was not fair.  It was determined by the committee that all players that will be on the Mite C or Mite D teams will need to be evaluated.  If they are not able to attend evaluations they will need to be evaluated separately at a later time.  There were some hard feelings created from this situation even though all involved continued with the program and we expect to see them playing with CPYHA in the future.

4. PeeWee House was transitioned to PeeWee C traveling.  All PeeWee activities and scheduling will be under traveling next year.

5. All house coaches were encouraged to attend monthly meetings.  We made an attempt at mandating at least one, coach or manager from each team, attend the house meetings.  This brought in some new members but not as much involvement as we would have liked.  We would like the house meetings to involve conversation about developing and coaching the teams as a program effectively together.  I think this is an area that we need to look at more ideas for improvement and more involvement.
6. “Intro to Coaching” and “Intro to Hockey” Power Point presentations were developed by Steve Shellum and Bill Keller.  This was a good reference for new coaches and how to start their season with a parents meeting.  I would expect to have this presentation used and improved on in the future as it was very useful to have.

7. Much discussion involved fall clinic for 2007.  House committee would like to see improvements in quality of Fall Clinic and see more involvement from volunteer coaches.  Recommendations were discussed with Jim Ronn, Player Development representative.

8. Based on discussions throughout the season, Mite A and Mite B teams will start in November next year instead of December.  Late October and November will be Clinic for Mite A, Mite B and Mite C and D levels.  This will replace initiation clinic for new players and allow all the teams to begin playing together earlier.  This will include all Mite B players who did not begin until December if they were not in initiation clinic.  All players will be placed at the A, B or C&D level from evaluations for the season clinic.  Final placement for the C&D teams will be determined by the coaches and House Committee at the end of November clinic (this needs some additional discussion to determine how to make a fair final evaluation of the players at the Mite C and D level clinics.  The normal Fall clinic will also run in September and into October as it has in the past.

House Committee Overview 

     The CPYHA House committee is responsible for organizing and improving a developmental program for all House players.  The committee meets on a monthly basis all year long and is lead by the House Director.  The House committee represents approximately 12 teams and 160 players. The House committee is interested and responsible for implementing a program that will develop skills, team work, and general hockey knowlege at the following levels:

Mite A – typically 1st year players 


Mite B
- typically 2nd, 3rd, and 4th year players


Mite C – typically 4th and 5th year players


Mite D – typically 4th and 5th year players


Girls 8U – girls ages 5-9

*Although we have not heard officially we are expecting Squirt House to go to Squirt C traveling.
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
