ICE REPORT 2006 2007

This report is a recap of the just completed season, along with a chart showing hours per team, shared practices per team, times on the ice per team, and outdoor practices per team.


Overall, I was able to increase ice hours at every level.  We used a total of 1167 indoor hours for our traveling and house program combined.  This was made up of 895 hours at Champlin, 117 hours at Brooklyn Park, 175 hours at Anoka, and 93 hours at Super Rink.  (The total of hours bought exceeds the total of hours assigned due to hours used at tryouts, tournaments, and clinics)  Of the 1167 hours, approximately 225 games were hosted by Champlin.  A big plus was the usage of the outdoor sheet next to the Forum.  We used 110 hours on that sheet, and all reports say the ice was great.


The new scheduling software put up a few challenges.  I think it was an overwhelming plus for parents, teams, and team managers.  From a scheduler view point, it made all of the ice distribution to teams much easier; however, it was quite a bit of additional work through the inevitable glitches that existed.  With all of that worked out, I think it will be a plus for all next season.


My preliminary meeting with Champlin for next seasons ice will be next week.  I have also contacted both Anoka and Brooklyn Park and we are on track to have the same arrangement with those arenas that we have had for the last few years.  As for the Super Rink, I will be in contact to see what opportunities exist, and then present to the board a recommendation.
