Our overall enrollment was down considerably from 2005; however, the three new clinics (Taste of Hockey, Mite Camp, and Girls) put us close to the same enrollment numbers as 2005.
**In-Season Goalie Training:
We offered 5 goalie clinics during the season this year.  Dan Kodatsky was our instructor again this year.  He had a total of 10 on-ice hours with our goalies and charged $950-.  Although we had some negative feedback on the time (7:30 am), we had a good turn out for these sessions.  We plan on continuing these in-season goalie clinics with Dan as our instructor.
**In-Season Dry-land Facilities:
Our original idea with this (in 2005-06) was to use this as a supplement for the lack of ice that we had last year.  With the ice committee picking up more hours this year, we did not know if we wanted to put more money on people’s ice bills by using these facilities.  We have looked into several places including Acceleration NW, Velocity Training, and Total Hockey, but have decided to wait on this until we get more feedback from the board, coaches, and association.  There have been a few teams that have been using these facilities on their own.

**Spring 2006 Checking Clinic:
We hired Pat O’Leary from Acceleration NW to run our peewee checking clinic in March.  We had 24 skaters turn out for the clinic, which was a good showing considering this peewee class will be small next year.  
**Coaches Selection Committee:

We had 3 members on this committee.  Worked with Traveling Director to make improvements to this committee and clarify it duties as a committee.

**Fall Skills 2007:
With the decline in enrollment the last couple years, our committee has been looking at ways to improve the clinic and attract our players back to the Fall Skills.  Looking at some of the feedback we received, we have made some changes that will hopefully help our clinics.

Instructors:  Instead of waiting to see who our “A” coaches will be to run the clinics, we have put in place lead instructors for each level that we feel are quality coaches that will help our skaters and promote skill development for our clinics.  The “A” coaches will still be asked to help, but the lead instructors will be the primary instructors for each level.  We have also brought in some outside instructors to help us with part of the clinics.  Pat O’Leary from Acceleration NW and Paul Willet, USA Hockey Clinic instructor and small-area game expert, each will have 2-3 hours of instruction with squirt through bantams.

Hours:  Some feedback we received said the clinics ran too long, so we shortened some of the sessions and put them into a smaller time frame.


Times:  People wanted to know what times their sessions were.  We have all the times set for all clinics up to try-outs.  We still need to determine some dates and times for the initiation, mite, and high school clinics.


On-Line Registration:  We now have on-line registration for the fall clinics.  All the information is on the CPYHA website.  Brochures will be mailed out by mid-May.
