How you think the on-line registration went?
The on- line registration system made sorting information for various reasons (example: How many traveling Squirt players have registered?) very easy. The drawbacks were that we had too many paper copy registrations to enter ourselves. Aside from being very time consuming, the writing was often very difficult to decipher.
What we can improve, etc.

Make all registrations on- line. If people don’t want to use a credit card, they could mail a check to a Post Office Box which needs to be received by a set date (some hockey camps have a 7 day deadline after registration, or your registration is void). For next year we will ask that required information for coaches and players be turned in by the team managers in one complete packet. This will save a lot of time as we will not have to sort through stacks of paperwork. The books can be easily put together. It makes more sense for the managers to collect the paperwork from everyone on their one team rather than have registration chase down paperwork for 27 teams. Splitting the responsibilities between two directors (one for 14 traveling teams and one for 13 house teams) should make it a much more manageable.
