*** When the temperature drops to 15 degrees below zero with wind chill, the warming houses will be closed.

A few questions have been raised regarding outdoor ice at the Forum.  Many of these reminders are also useful at the parks.  Please pass on to all participants:

All teams on the outdoor rink at the Champlin Ice Forum should use locker room #6.

I don’t know if there is a CPYHA guideline to cancelling practice for cold weather but we could follow the city guideline if the warming houses are closed due to weather there is no practice.  Practice may also be cancelled at any time due to coach’s discretion.  We do not want to see anyone with frostbite or cold related injuries, therefore please observe the following:

· Make sure plenty of warm up breaks are taken.

· Make sure all players have ears covered with a hat or mask that fits inside their helmet.

· Make sure all players wear multiple layers of clothing under equipment in relation to temperature and wind chill.

· Make sure players have liner gloves inside of their hockey gloves.

· Make sure players put on clean dry socks just before they put on their skates (if they wear socks) into dried skates if possible.

· Make sure players are wearing all equipment under or over their layers of clothing.

· Make sure coaches are wearing their helmets according to USA Hockey rules, don’t forget your hat or mask under your helmet.
