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PROTESTING OF A GAME
 If there is reason for anyone to file a protest with the League about any part of a NTXHL game the following procedure will be used. Only violations of USA Hockey and/or NTXHL rules will be allowable grounds for protest.
1. Protest of a game must be made before Referees sign the score sheet and both teams must be aware of the protest.

2. Score sheet must indicate that the game was played under protest
3. Protesting Team’s Association Voting Representative and Age Group Commissioner must be notified by the Team Manager within 48 hours.

4. Team responsible for reporting score will indicate that the game is under protest and no scores will be posted.
5. A written protest citing the exact rule violation, game number, and division must be filled out by the team manager and emailed to Age Group Commissioner and Association Voting Representative. 

6. Association Voting Representative will work with Age Group Commissioner to resolve protest. Any supporting documentation must be available to all parties. Resources to help with the resolution can be pulled from the NTXHL Board of Directors in the appropriate order. Time for resolution must be within 5 days from the end of the game.
7. If resolution is not achievable, then NTXHL Executive Board will make final decision.
8. Decision made will be final and cannot be challenged.
9. When resolution is finalized, Age Group Commissioner will notify parties and mail resolution paperwork to the NTXHL Statistician.
