The weekend was valuable from a coaching standpoint, as the girls worked on teamwork, strategy and skills.  The Minnesota fans had slightly different views about our team however, with hardware in hand, the Wild returned to Wisconsin to prepare for a crucial league weekend at Chicago’s Heartland Arena.
