WILD APPLIES FOR FORMAL 
DISTRICT 

On September 25, 2003 the Wisconsin Wild 
formally applied to the Wisconsin Amateur 
Hockey Association (WAHA) requesting our own 
girls district commencing with the 2004/5 season. 
 
For a number of reasons, the Wild was the only all 
girls hockey association that did not have a formal 
district.  However, with the rule changes that went 
into effect this past year, applying for a district 
will assure the continued growth of girl’s hockey 
within our program.  Please note that the district 
applied for is only applicable to the Tier II teams.  
There are no “district rules” that apply at the AAA 
level. 
 
In essence, the rule changes that went into effect 
this past year state that a girl has to play with the 
association that she lives the closest to.  There are 
certain grandfathering rules and double rostering 
rules that have to be taken into account, but the 
intent of the rule change was to develop girls 
programs throughout the State. 
 
The area that we requested for our district is 
Waukesha County (excluding the Arrowhead 
School District), the Wauwatosa School district 
and the West Allis School District.  We expect a 
decision to be made in December of this year.

ON A RELATED NOTE…..The WAHA board 
decided to give Iceport an area that includes the 
eastern edge of Milwaukee County from Wis. 
Ave., south to the Racine Co. line. The territory 
includes Cudahy, South Milwaukee and Oak 
Creek. The facility must be open by Sept. 1, 2004. 
The creation of the new hockey district most 
affects SHAW which was given new territory to 
recruit players from portions of New Berlin and 
Muskego. The changes would go into effect for the 
2004-'05 season.
