Mounds View Youth Football Team Formation Guidelines

At all levels, the head coach’s son is automatically on the team and does not need to be designated for protection.

3rd – teams formed by League Director.  Schools attended and neighborhood will both be considered, and the league director will make an effort to balance average size.

4th – teams formed by draft.  Head coaches will draft teams, and will be allowed to protect one assistant coach from the previous season’s roster.  Draft order will be determined by the previous year’s finish.  The team with the worst record from the previous season will be awarded the first pick, and the team with the best record will pick last.  If a Mounds View team wins the championship, they will automatically pick last.  A draft pick will be forfeited to allow for the assistant coach based on where the coaches’ son would have most likely been drafted (rounds 1-6).  The other head coaches will determine this position, and at that point the team desiring to protect the coach will have the option of either selecting the player in that round or allowing the player to go back into the draft pool.

5th – teams formed by draft.  Head coaches will draft teams, and will be allowed to protect up to two assistant coaches from the previous season’s roster.  Draft order will be determined by the previous year’s finish.  The team with the worst record from the previous season will be awarded the first pick, and the team with the best record will pick last.  If a Mounds View team wins the championship, they will automatically pick last.  A draft pick will be forfeited to allow for each the assistant coach based on where the respective coaches’ son would have most likely been drafted (rounds 1-6).  The other head coaches will determine this position, and at that point the team desiring to protect the coach will have the option of either selecting the player(s) in that round or allowing the player(s) to go back into the draft pool.

6th – teams formed by draft.  Head coaches will draft teams, and will be allowed to protect up to four players from the previous season’s roster.  Draft order will be determined by the previous year’s finish.  The team with the worst record from the previous season will be awarded the first pick, and the team with the best record will pick last.  If a Mounds View team wins the championship, they will automatically pick last.  A draft pick will be forfeited in each round to allow for each of the protected players starting in round one.  For example, if a team decided to protect three players, it would forfeit its draft picks in each of the first three rounds.  

7th – teams formed by draft.   Head coaches will draft teams, and will be allowed to protect up to six players from the previous season’s roster.  Draft order will be determined by the previous year’s finish.  The team with the worst record from the previous season will be awarded the first pick, and the team with the best record will pick last.  If a Mounds View team wins the championship, they will automatically pick last.  A draft pick will be forfeited in each round to allow for each of the protected players starting in round one.  For example, if a team decided to protect three players, it would forfeit its draft picks in each of the first three rounds.  If a team decides to protect five players, it would forfeit its draft picks in each of the first five rounds.

8th – teams formed by draft.   Head coaches will draft teams, and will be allowed to protect up to eight players from the previous season’s roster.  Draft order will be determined by the previous year’s finish.  The team with the worst record from the previous season will be awarded the first pick, and the team with the best record will pick last.  If a Mounds View team wins the championship, they will automatically pick last.  A draft pick will be forfeited in each round to allow for each of the protected players starting in round one.  For example, if a team decided to protect three players, it would forfeit its draft picks in each of the first three rounds.  If a team decides to protect five players, it would forfeit its draft picks in each of the first five rounds.

At all levels, the draft will reverse order in every other round.  For example, in a three team draft, round one would go 1-2-3, and in round two the selections would be reversed to 3-2-1. 
In the event that the league is forced to reduce the number of teams at a grade level (6th-8th) from one season to the next, a supplemental draft will take place prior to the regular draft.  This supplemental draft will allow each existing team to draft one player off of the team being dissolved.  The team with the worse record from the previous season will receive the first pick, and each team will follow with one selection.
In the event of a replacement head coach, these rules shall be interpreted to allow the head coach the same opportunities with respect to team formation as his predecessor.
