Gordy Littler, CPYHA President, called to order the regular meeting of the Board of Directors at 7:12 pm.

Kevin Lindell motioned to approve the August Board Minutes.  Bruce Weaver seconded the motion and the minutes were unanimously approved.

Girls:

The number of registrants for the girls 2007-2008 season are as follows:  8U – 16, 

10U – 16 plus one goalie and 12U – 24 plus three goalies.
Player Development:

Falls skills clinics going well.  Mites just started with most others finishing up.  Tryouts will begin on the 26th of September.  Met with House to discuss preseason HEP skills clinic.  Went over coaches manual for Mites.  Preseason meeting with Mite coaches.  Bringing in instructors from MN Hockey.  The goalie clinics will be October 19 and November 9 at 7:15 am – 9:30 am.  Looking for additional dates once the teams are figured out as well and defensemen clinics.

House:

Meetings with Player Development have been very valuable.  MN Hockey has advertised bringing coaches in to teach coaches on how to teach our kids.  Will need to find ice time for this.  Wants to see 25 or so coaches on the ice.  Trying to find different ways to improve coaching.  Going thru the registration numbers.  New jerseys have been ordered with Hockey 101 starting next Wednesday.

Concessions:

Gina Koltes reported that the hot dog machine will be fixed next week at a cost of $400.00.  Cookie machine will be replaced by vendor at no charge.  Concession stand has been painted and cleaned and food orders have been placed.  Storage room contained 5 cases of Gatorade that have expired and cannot be sold.  The new account was opened at Wells Fargo and a deposit made.  Checks have been ordered.

 Multi-Use Facility:

No report.  Pete Lewis will check with the Forum to see when the outdoor lights are scheduled to be installed.

Tournament:

Bob Rossbach updated the Board on the Tournaments that have been scheduled and will be completed by tryouts.  Tournaments are selected before the teams are finalized as they fill up quickly.  Still looking for Jr. Gold B tournament.

Ice:

Gary Rodin received the new software “Schedulewerks” and will get the ice nailed down for the house preseason.  The new product has many features and shortcuts that will also help upload concession scheduling.  Training on the program will be scheduled for Ice and Communications.

Traveling:

The Traveling By-Law changes were unanimously approved prior to the September Board meeting as submitted by the Traveling Committee in August.  The By-Laws will be posted to the website.  Bill Lawler volunteered for director elect and was unanimously approved by the Traveling Committee.  The Board of Directors will be interviewing him as a candidate for the position.  Suspension was unanimously approved as submitted by the Traveling Director.

The committee proposes the following 2007-2008 teams:

The 10U – A.  Bruce Weaver recommended trying to add a 10U – B  team together for the season with not less than 22 players for both teams.  The additional team would be approved with a deadline of Thursday night.  Jody Sweet has a 10U and 8U daughter and has concerns about the number of players for one 10U team.  There are a couple of players that have been waived in and have been playing for CPYHA for years.  Mark Koethe and Bruce Weaver will be looking at options such as incoming players, girls that have registered on the boys’ teams and moving up 8U girls.    

The 12U – A and B teams were approved by Chuck Rickart, seconded by Kevin Lindell and approved unanimously by the Board.

Squirt A, B1, B2B, B2W has a total of 50 skaters and 9 goalies registered.  Pete Lewis felt that the squirt level has one too many B levels and recommends that level be brought down to a house program.  Players are placed from highest score to lowest score.  Kevin Lindell, Lisa Lewis and Pete Lewis oppose the motion.  The approval carries with a vote of 6 to 3.

PeeWees:  Chuck Rickart motion to approve A, B1 and B2 levels.  We have 42 skaters plus 5 goalies registered.  The committee will look for a natural break in the scores with 12 or 13 skaters on any given team.  Pete Lewis shows 1 returning, 9 Squirt A’s, 9 Squirt B’s and 12 house.  Propose A, B2 and C team.  Gordy does not feel that we have the talent to place a PeeWee A team on the ice.  There would be concerns that kids may not want to play at all if there is no “A” team available.  Chuck Richard approved the teams as presented by the Traveling Committee with Kevin Lindell seconding and Bruce Weaver approving.  All other Board members disapproved.  Kevin Lindell rescinded his motion and motioned for a PeeWee A, B2 and C team.  Mike Subject seconded and the motioned carried by all members.

Bantam A, B1, B2B, B2W, C.  A total of 69 skaters and 6 goalies have registered.  Chuck Rickart motioned for approval of the teams with Bruce Weaver seconding the motion and all other members approving.  Board is looking for consistency in rankings and fielding competitive teams with ideally 15 kids on each team.

The High School Assistant coaches selects and will be a part of evaluating all the CPYHA players.  The evaluators are always persons that do not have kids in the hockey association.  

Parent meetings for Traveling are scheduled for Wednesday/Thursday and Saturday with tryouts beginning September 26, 2007.  The B pool starts October 2nd.

Coaching Selection:

Kevin Moore submitted the following non-parent coaches for the upcoming season.  Tom Patterson - Jr. Gold A, Joe Olson -  Bantam A and Mark Dickmeyer - Bantam B1.  Bruce weaver motioned for approval of the coaches and Tom Crowley seconded the motion and the motion was unanimously approved by the Board.  Other coaching positions are waiting until tryouts are complete before the announcements can be made.  Additional interviews are being done.  Board members concerned with the delay in the process and announcements of the coaches.  There have been a fair amount of rumors during the process.
