Puck Program

The Concept: This year, the STORM is encouraging coaches from Squirts through Bantams to “Catch Kids Doing Something Good”. Whether it is a nice goal, an assist, a key defensive play, following coaches game strategy, goaltending, whatever… at the coach’s discretion one or two pucks should be given out every game. By the conclusion of the season, every kid should have received a puck and support from their coach for their effort.

How the Program Works: The STORM has bought and currently has in storage approximately 700 “Official Game Pucks”. Managers, or a helpful parent on the team will take fifty pucks for their team, store, and provide to the coaches for each game. If it is decided that the coach will give two pucks per game, it is recommended that they are given pucks that have written on the perimeter (Silver Sharpie) the team that the STORM was playing as well as the date. Kids like these pucks and it is nice to be recognized for doing something good – whether it was scoring a goal or making a nice defensive play.

The Cost: This program is financed through each team’s team checkbook. The STORM has fronted the money to buy the pucks and have pucks on hand when needed. The STORM will sell in groups of 50 to Team Managers at our cost, $1.75 each. Fifty pucks will cost $87.50. You can order more as you run out and we will try to keep our inventories up to provide for you. Checks should be made out to the Southwest Hockey Association.
