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The coaching staff develops the hockey skills of every player, as well as the team orientation that is important in building character. Attached to this position are the responsibilities and obligations:

1. To establish and communicate team rules at the beginning of the season, and to enforce and abide by these rules.

2. To continue to strive for coaching excellence with season long teaching.

4. To provide the team with an ideal role model image that can be respected and valued. 

5. To treat the players equally, fairly and respectfully. They are chosen as part of your team, and should be assimilated and disciplined within a team concept.

6. To maintain proper team discipline at all times.

8. The head coach should be prepared in advance for each practice in order to maximize the effectiveness of the team's ice time.

9. The head coach should be responsible for his/her assistant coach's performance and conduct.

10. The head coach should maintain a high level of communication with the Hockey Committee.

11. The head coach is accountable to the Hockey Committee for his/her actions and the actions of his/her staff.

12. The head coach should be responsible to have coaches at every game.

13. The head coach should be responsible for enforcing the obligations of coaches and players as outlined in the MPLS*Park Storm Code of Conduct.

14. The head coach should have regular staff meetings throughout the season.
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
