Pete Lewis motioned to accept the March Gambling report.  Kevin Lindell seconded the motion that was unanimously passed.

Bruce Weaver motioned to accept the April Gambling report.  George Borrell seconded the motion that was unanimously passed.

We closed the pull tabs at Moonrock for lose of profit.  We still have pull tabs at Daytona and 5-8.  The golf league is starting up at Daytona.  Discussion will continue on whether to close pull tabs at Daytona after golf league stops.
We also have bingo at Daytona and 5-8.  The big winners at both sites were women who have participated every night.  

Pete Lewis motioned to transfer $25,000 to the general fund.  Rhonda Van Tuyl seconded the motion that was unanimously passed.

Champlin Park Youth Hockey Association is offering a $1,000.00 Gambling Finders Fee for any one person who does all of the following:  1) Notifies the Gambling Director of a potential site. 2) Assists the Gambling Director in the negotiations to secure the pull-tab site for CPYHA.  The site must show a profit for two consecutive months before the Finders Fee will be distributed.  The Gambling Director will report to the CPYHA Board of Directors if all the requirements were met for distribution of a Finders Fee.

Ice

We were the first tenant to buy ice from the Super Rink. We get 1 weekday hour of ice with every 2 weekend hours of ice.  Mike Stephenson motioned to send $5,000.00 to the Super Rink to retain our status for ice purchasing.  Chuck Rickart seconded the motion that was unanimously passed.

We have a Letter of Intent to purchase 20 hours from Rogers.  

Mark Koethe asked about having 90 minute practices versus 60 minute.  The weeknight ice would not work as you can only get a few teams on the ice with a 90 minute practice time.  The weekends could possibly work as we have enough ice.  Mike Stephenson said this has been brought up before but how would the coaches utilize the ice as players get tired after 60 minutes.  It was suggested that the 6:00am-7:30am time slots would work.

Traveling

Elena gave a huge Thank You to all the coaches as well as thanking Dan Kirsch as he has been on the traveling committee for the last 7 years.
John Puchalski thanked Elena for all her work.

The Traveling Committee spent a lot of meeting for issues concerning things that happened in the stands this year.  Elena would like to improve on this.  

Elena would like to add 1 or 2 new members to the traveling committee. The new committee will start soon and there is an interview process for anyone interested in being on the committee.   
Gordy asked about the outside evaluators for tryouts.  Last year the committee got the High School staff as well as other outside evaluators to assist.  Some of the coached may have been in the stands with the evaluators but they were not given any numbers.  Only the non-parent coaches can be in the stands with the evaluators.  The Bantam A coach gets to pick 5, the PeeWee A coach gets to pick3 and the Squirt A coach gets to pick 2 players.

Minnesota Hockey

The new hockey posters out are for the Disabled Hockey League and is for everyone.  Minnesota Hockey takes donations for this league and District 10 $5,000 to it this season.

District 10 gave us $450.00 back for our SKATE fees.  This came from fines, fees, rescheduling, etc.

The ice scheduler needs ice and cost by July 1st.

District 10 game scheduling was a nightmare this season.  Next year the all scheduling sessions are going to be moved back by six days and there will be a black out period from the scheduling date to the coaches meeting.  During this time there will be no game changes.  It is the responsibility of the association’s to get the team’s tournaments picked and tell your ice scheduler before the scheduling dates.  There will be no more free game scheduling.  All rescheduling will cost $100.00. 

District 10 needs the new board members list sent to them.

District 10 will have a PeeWee C and a Bantam C league next season.  Not a Squirt C.  We did have a PeeWee C traveling team this season but since we were given the information from District 10 on such short notice (after registration), the Board voted to eat the cost this season.

District 10 is having a lot of complaints on the mite evaluations.  If they keep getting complaints from parents, the district could restrict mite play to in-house only.

Tim Timm wanted to remind everyone that John Miller will not be around during the summer so Mark Osmanson will be the contact.

District 10 will be enforcing the game cap limits on the Squirts, 10U teams.  They strongly recommend that you only have 3 invitational tournaments at this level.  They recommend only playing up to 4 games in each tournament.  For the District 10 Tournament, you are guaranteed 2 games and could play up to 4 games.  This needs to be factored into your games played.  For each team that goes over the game cap limit, the penalty will be:  first game over $500.00, 2nd game $1000.00, third game over $1,500.00 and would increase at a rate of $500.00 for each additional game.  This fine is for the team.  For Associations, which have team(s) that exceed the game cap limit the penalty will be:  first game over $500.00, 2nd game $1000.00, third game over $1,500.00 and would increase at a rate of $500.00 for each additional game.  All fines need to be paid before the District Tournament.  Failure to pay assessed fines could result in disciplinary action against the coaches and sanctions to the tea; also sanctions could be placed against the association if either the team or the association fails to pay the assessed fine(s)

  Mark Koethe would like George to go back to District 10 with a 21 league game as it is hard with 3 tournaments to reach.  Mike Stephenson reported that District 10 does not care about the tournaments.  He thinks we manage it very well within CPYHA.  Mark suggested 18 games.

In the past the Board explored the idea of moving to District 3.  District 3 voted in August 2006 to accept CPYHA into District 3 with “conditions”.  These conditions were never given to CPYHA.  After further discussion, the Board decided to stay in District 10 and no longer pursue moving our association to District 3.  Tim Timm was told of this decision.

Fundraising/Special Events

The Schwann’s fundraising profit was $2,000.00.  We received $200.00 from the PJ sports fundraiser.  
We had a new logo this season. Gordy asked about branding our logo.  Kristine offers two different logos and if we wanted to brand the logo, the Board would need to vote on this. 

The team apparel profit as $3,000.00.  Most of this would be from general merchandise. Kristine was working with Bauer on team apparel but they ran out of merchandise mid season.  She suggests staying with the same wind suit.  Champlin Athletic now has machines to do the lettering.   

Gordy spoke of splitting the Directors for the different Special Events.

Multi Use Facility
Mike Stephenson brought everyone up to date on the outdoor rink.  We went to the City to upgrade the outdoor rink.  The City provided us with boards.  We came up with $80,000.00, $40,000 in cash and $40,000 in labor and supplies to totally redo the outdoor rink.    We have paid the city $10,000 this year and we will pay the remaining balance over the next three years.  We approved $1,000 for Greystone Construction to do a preliminary design plan to cover the outdoor rink.  The preliminary design plan includes the following:

The estimated cost for cover and lights would be $460,000-$480,000.  

The CDAA Annual Meeting is April 22.  Pete and Mike will discuss their use with CDAA.  

Pete Lewis passed around the new construction budget for the roofing. 

Mike also went over the testimonial letter from the city of Gunnison Colorado on their covered outdoor rink.

The Board had previously approved a $75,000 contribution to the city to if the city approved the project to cover the outdoor ice sheet.  In light of the increased construction cost listed in the preliminary design plan, Mike Stephenson motioned to increase the contributions from $75,000.00 to $120,000.00 with $25,000.00 down upon approval and $50,000.00 the first year after our Ice forum contract is up and $45,000.00 the following year for the roofing. Chuck Rickart seconded the motion that was unanimously passed.

The goal for the outdoor rink is to have more ice for the Mites and keep costs down.  
We will pay $10,000.00 to the City for the next 3 years for upgrading the outdoor rink.
Concessions
Robyn reported a few problems this season.  

There were some difficulties with the Thanksgiving Tournament involving the families of the Squirt team.  It was my understanding since they are very new to traveling, they did not understand the requirements of the tournament.  I think that we should consider having a meeting prior to the sign up for the tournament with the teams.  I thought that maybe I could get their input of ideas for the concession stand (i.e. special foods brought in, special pricing) that way they maybe more excited about spending their entire weekend at the rink.

Volunteer hours had some new issues that arose this season.  I think we need to revisit our policy on having “young adults” work off their required 5 hours.  High school sectionals was a bit of a nightmare when the junior gold B team had their players working the concession stand for their required hours, not the parents. (Thank you Rhonda for putting your house cleaning on hold and running to my rescue when I called in a panic)!!!  I also wonder if the volunteer amount could be raised slightly.  Families are willing to forfeit their $200.00 because they are not wanting or able to do their volunteer hours.  While that is extra money for they association, the team that has those families are scrambling to cover for the shortage of that family.  It has been brought to my attention from several managers that when they have families that will not work their hours, it is a burden on the team.  One manager asked if the $200.00 could be divided between the rest of the team’s ice bill since they had to work the extra hours for the family?

This year I did training sessions for the first year mites prior to their volunteer weeks.  That was the best idea I had, it saved me the calls at dinner time asking for help because they had no idea where to begin.  They also were appreciative of the training.

I personally have to thank Karma for her assistance and my husband who I couldn’t have done any of this without his help.  Finally, Rhonda who will be missed terribly by me next year!

Brett Bunde asked if a parent could work extra hours to lower their ice bill.  The association does not make enough money to pay anyone to work concessions.  Gordy brought up the suggestion of people working down at the dome to lower their ice bill.  This would be something to look into.

We will need to replace the cookie machine next season.  The pizza oven will need to be replaced and the department of health does not allow us to keep pizzas in the warmer.    Maybe consider having Sarpinos brought in instead of buying a new oven.
The mini donuts were a hit and should be brought back.

The registers will need to be fixed and Robyn will let Dan M. know.  Gordy would like to have a list of equipment that CPYHA owns and what belongs to the City.

We will look at raising prices next season.

George explained the $50,000.00 we pay a year is for our $1,000,000.00/20 year contract for the Forum. The $6,000.00 we pay from concessions of for the rent of the concession stand and the storage space.  If we did not pay this, the City could rent it out to other people.

Rhonda Van Tuyl motioned to transfer $20,000.00 to the general fund from the concession account.  Bruce Weaver seconded the motion that was unanimously passed.

Section 6.6

Fee refunds will be made on the following basis only:

- Tryout Fees: No tryout fees shall be refunded for any player who participates in a minimum of 

one (1) day of tryouts.

- Fundraising Fees: Refunds shall only be given for a player who chooses the candy bar 

buy-out and is no longer a member of CPYHA because the Association does not have a traveling or house 

team on which they can play.

- Registration Fees: Refunds shall only be considered for players who are permanently removed 

from their team for any of the following reasons: 

a) Player waived from the Association having not made a CPYHA Traveling Team after tryouts to play on another association's traveling team,

b) Player is injured to the point that he/she will not return to the team, or

c) Player moves out of the Minnesota Hockey defined boundaries for CPYHA and leaves the team.


Registration refunds will also be provided for players who register with CPYHA but are unable to participate because CPYHA does not have a team for them. This excludes USA Hockey and MAHA fees.  No USA Hockey or MAHA fees will be refunded for any reason.

For a player who has been assigned to a team, is leaving the CPYHA, and wishes to receive a refund, the player must submit a letter signed and dated by the player and parent(s) to his/her team manager stating his/her intent to leave the team permanently.  Player will incur his/her proportional ice cost up to the date the letter is received or the player ceases to take the ice with his/her team, whichever is later.  Registration fees can be refunded once all player/team costs have been satisfied.

- Travel Team Fees: Refunds shall only be considered for players meeting the criteria listed above 

or if the player submits a letter signed and dated by the player and parent(s) to the team manager 

and his/her Head Coach stating his/her intent to leave the team permanently.  Player will incur 

his/her proportional ice cost up to the date the letter is received or the player ceases to take the ice 

with his/her team, whichever is later.

-Volunteer Security Deposit:  Volunteer deposit will be returned to the parents of players at the end of the season.  The parents must have fulfilled all mandatory volunteer hours, returned all CPYHA owned equipment and have paid all association fees.

 CPYHA will not permit a player to register with the association while at the same time trying out for high school Junior Varsity or Varsity Hockey.  If a player commits to high school tryouts and does not make the team, the player in question will be allowed; by board approval, the opportunity to play for the CPYHA in either the Youth or Girls program, as team rosters permit.  If the player in question makes either of the high school teams, there will be no refund of any registration or try out fees paid to the association.

Section 13.5
Tournament Committee:


The Tournament Director and volunteers from the CPYHA membership shall consist of the Tournament Committee.  The Tournament Director shall chair the committee.


The Tournament Director shall present all recommendations as determined by the Tournament Committee to the CPYHA Board of Directors.


The Tournament Director shall advertise all CPYHA Tournaments to other hockey associations via direct mailing and notices placed in “Let’s Play Hockey” magazine or equivalent ice hockey-related publications.


The Tournament Director, along with the Ice Director, shall assign ice hours for all CPYHA Tournaments.


The Tournament Director shall coordinate all CPYHA Tournament requirements, including referees, medical coverage, trophies and patches, sanctioning fees, etc.


The Tournament Director, along with the respective directors and coaches, shall select the participating teams in CPYHA Tournaments and shall advise such teams of acceptance or rejection to the tournaments.


The Tournament Committee shall pre-register, at a minimum, three (3) tournaments (one out-of-town and two in-town tournaments) for each traveling team and coordinate prepayment with the CPYHA Treasurer and repayment by selected traveling teams.  All Squirt Traveling and Girls’ U8, and U10 and U12 Teams will be limited to three tournaments.


The Tournament Committee shall coordinate and plan the participation of CPYHA members in all District, Regional and State Tournaments, as assigned by District 10 and/or Minnesota Hockey.

The Tournament Director shall prepare an annual operating budget to be presented to the CPYHA Board of Directors for approval.


The Tournament Director shall prepare an annual report for submission at the annual meeting.

Section 13.6
Communications Committee:


The Communications Director, the CPYHA web master, and volunteers from the CPYHA membership shall consist of the Communications Committee.  The Communications Director shall chair the committee.

The Communications Director shall present all recommendations as determined by the Communications Committee to the Board of Directors.


The Communications Director shall submit notice of monthly CPYHA Board of Directors meetings to the local newspapers and the CPYHA web master at least fourteen (14) days prior to the meetings.


The Communications Director shall submit notice of the CPYHA Annual Meeting to the local newspapers and the CPYHA web master at least fourteen (14) days prior to the meeting.


The Communications Director shall organize and coordinate team picture sessions for all CPYHA teams.


The Communications Director shall work with the Registration Director to submit notice of the CPYHA registration dates to the local newspapers for publication in their last two issues prior to the registration.  The Communications Director shall work with the web master to post the registration on the CPYHA web site at least three weeks prior to registration.


The Communications Director, at the request of the Traveling Director, will submit a notice to the local newspapers and the CPYHA web site requesting traveling coach sign-ups.  The Communications Director shall edit and submit articles regarding games, tournaments and standings to the local newspapers and “Lets Play Hockey” magazine or equivalent ice hockey magazine at the request of team representatives.


The Communications Director shall facilitate that hanging of all CPYHA banners in accordance with the CPYHA Banner Policy established by the Board of Directors.

The Communications Director shall submit other notices as requested by the Board of Directors.


The Communications Director shall prepare an annual budget to be submitted to the Board of Directors for approval.


The Communications Director shall prepare an annual report for submission at the annual meeting.

Section 13.15 

Coaches Selection Committee

This committee shall consist of 7 members: 


*1 director will be appointed by the Traveling and Player Development directors for 2007-08 season.  The committee will appoint a director-elect.  The director-elect shall serve as CSC Director the following season regardless of his/her status on the Player Development/Traveling Committee.


*3 members of the Player Development Committee

*3 members of the Traveling Committee (of which 1 will be the Traveling Director)

**The boys and girls high school varsity coaches are encouraged to participate and advise but will only vote in situations where his/her vote is needed to create an odd number of voters.

**Traveling and Player Development Directors must be in agreement with all appointed members.

**Since the CPYHA Board already has the final vote on coaches, this committee should be comprised of non-board members.  
**All traveling head coaches’ recommendation shall be subject to approval by the Board of Directors.
Duties of Committee:

*Interview both parent and non-parent coaching candidates for all traveling teams.

*Place coaching candidates to traveling teams that they feel will be best for CPYHA

*Coordinate and collect coaches’ evaluations each season.

*Be involved in end of the season coaches’ meetings.

*The CSC Director will appoint one member to be involved with any grievances that involve a coach.

Role of Director:

*Place advertising in Let’s Play Hockey and on the web to recruit possible coaching candidates.

*Take in all resumes from possible candidates.

*Schedule committee meetings, coaches’ interviews, and voting sessions.

*Keep minutes from meetings and data from coaching evaluations

*Attend and report at monthly board meetings
