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Recreation Program FAQ

Who is eligible for Recreation Program?

Anyone between the ages of 4 and 18 is eligible to participate in the MYS House League program (see birth date guidelines under Age Group) regardless of ability. All players through U8 play in the Recreation program.  Only players registered and assigned to teams in the MYS program are eligible to participate in practices, games, training opportunities and All Stars (at U8 and older).

How can I register to play?

The easiest and quickest way to register is online here or by clicking the "Registration" link on the left hand side of every screen. However, you can also download the registration form from the website or pick up a paper copy at the McLean Community Center. All players who register on time for the fall and/or spring season are guaranteed placement on a team in their appropriate age group. Late registrations (new and returning players) will be placed on a waiting list and placed on teams where space is available or pending the identification of new coaches and the formation of new teams.

Fall season registration begins in mid-June, and Spring season registration begins in mid-December.

How are teams formed?

In earlier age groups, U5-U8, Age Group Coordinators (AGCs) form the teams, based on volunteer coaches and assistant coaches. There are no “school” teams and as a general rule, AGCs try never to place more than four children from a single school on one team.  
At U9 and above, teams are formed via an open team formation process that involves the AGC, coaches and MYS Commissioner (or designated club representatives) and is based upon player evaluations. At U9 this process allows for the transfer players fairly who remain in the House League but have lost a coach and/or key players after the first round of travel teams are selected for that age group. At U9 and above the open team formation is an equitable way to allocate new players to teams and to rebalance teams as necessary. The mission of MYS is to maximize the experience for all players in an enjoyable and supportive environment, and maintain some level of parity, either across the age group or within divisions within the age group. When does the season start?

View the House League calendar for specific dates. In general, the Fall season starts mid-September and ends mid-November. The Spring season starts late March and ends mid-June.

How and when do I find out what team my player is on? 

Each age group has an Age Group Coordinator (AGC) who places your child on a team in younger age groups, or administers the draft for older age groups. View the AGC list. You will normally be contacted by the AGC or your coach one to two weeks before the start of the season.
