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MYS Coach Licensing Program

Overview and Requirements

U6 through U10 Courses—F modules

McLean Soccer has a coach training program designed to provide age-appropriate training to all of our coaches. The starting point is a set of two courses aimed at our younger age groups. These two age-specific 5 1/2-hour modules are: 
1) coaching U6, U7 and U8

2) coaching U8, U9 and U10. 
Each course consists of classroom lecture, on-field work, and practical on-field demonstrations with age-appropriate players. 
McLean Soccer will offer these two modules every year on Friday and Saturday, the weekend after Labor Day and over a weekend in March after the club meeting. 
U11 and older Courses—E license
McLean Soccer offers the E license course for coaches who are coaching teams U11 and older. This is an 18 hour course commonly offered on a Friday evening, all day Saturday and all day Sunday. Each course consists of classroom lecture, on-field work, and practical on-field demonstrations with age-appropriate players. (U10 coaches may take this course.) 
McLean Soccer will offer this course every March the weekend after the F modules are offered. It is also always offered in DC at Stoddard Soccer Club every summer. Coach Licensing Requirements
All head coaches from U6 through U19, recreation and travel, must take the license certification course for their age group. New coaches are required to be certified by taking their age group course by the start of their second season. Continuing coaches must maintain continuous certification in the age group they are coaching. 
The one year overlap between the two F modules gives the continuing coaches considerable flexibility in maintaining continuous certification. U8 coaches are considered certified during their U8 year if they have taken either the U6,7,8 module or the U8,9,10 module. U10 coaches may take the E license, which is necessary for coaching U11 and older, any time during their U10 year. 
For example, a continuing U8 coach will already have taken the U6,7,8 module and can choose to take the U8,9,10 module in McLean before his/her fall U8 season, before his/her spring U8 season or before his/her fall U9 season. In addition, he/she could take it in another community at a time they find more convenient than the McLean schedule. Similarly a coach may take the E license any time during the U10 year. Travel Coaches Only Requirements
As already noted above, travel coaches are required to fulfill the same F license module requirements as house league coaches and within the same time frames. 
Travel coaches of teams that are U9 through and including U12, are required to get an E license before or within one year of taking a travel team. This is in addition to taking the next F license module as their team gets older. 
Travel coaches are required to get their D license by the beginning of their U-13 year. New travel coaches will be required to obtain a D license within one year of taking a team that is U-12 or older. If a new travel coach takes a team that is U-12 or older and does not have an E license then the coach will have one year to get the E and after obtaining the E will have one year to obtain the D. Course 
Cost Reimbursement
McLean Soccer will reimburse volunteer recreation coaches and assistant coaches who attend all of an F module. House league coaches and the primary assistant coach with teams at U10 or older and all travel coaches and primary assistant coaches will be reimbursed for attending all of an E course. 
As with F and E license courses, McLean Soccer will pay the course fee for head coaches and primary assistant coaches who attend the entire D license course. House coaches must be with teams at U12 or older. 
McLean Soccer will not pay any license course costs to a paid coach. 

McLean Soccer will not subsidize the costs of a National C, B or A license course
Reimbursement due for all courses taught outside McLean will be obtained by submitting proof of payment and of course completion to Bob Maynes, Director of Coaching, and after his approval it will be forwarded to the Treasurer for payment. F and E courses taken in McLean will be paid for directly by McLean. 
In lieu of reimbursement coaches are encouraged to consider applying for reimbursement with such refunds being deposited in the MYS scholarship fund. This fund helps to reduce the MYS registration fee for players that might otherwise have difficulty. McLean Youth Soccer www.mcleansoccer.org
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
