2. Overview of GRAHA past/present

Discussion about the future of GRAHA as well as past events of the year, including the skills clinic, financial reports, new rates and how they were developed, contracting for ice to better control budget, evaluation of coaches.  

The issue of travel teams and what level they should start was reported.  We will not have a mite A travel team as it was believed that it is too early to start.  The players are too young to put through the rigorous schedule, there are very few mite travel teams and really no other organization in this area has a team at that level.  Players are encouraged to stay in the house program and develop their skills.  This also makes GRAHA more competitive with other organizations at this level without taking out all the best and most skilled players.
