June 9, 2008

I. Meeting called to order at 7:10 p.m.

II. Minutes:

A motion was made by Mary Pfannenstein, and seconded by Molly Caron to approve the minutes as written; motion carried.

III.
Treasurer’s Report
The balances in our accounts are pretty much the same as last months report.  The dollars owed between the two associations have been paid out  (PNLS and CSA).  Joel Meyers will do our taxes this year, and will have them done by the deadline.  Keith indicated he is in the process of putting together the budget for 2008-2009, and is waiting to hear back from Kevin what the cost for ice will be this year.  Once he gets this information, he will send out the proposed budget to all board members to review.  

III. Player Development (Hockey Operations): 
Player Development will now be known as the Hockey Operations Committee.  Jonathan Mead will be the point of contact for this committee.  BJ Beltz provided an update from their last meeting:

Each association will have their own Mini-Mite and Mite Program.

There was a further discussion regarding the 14U team – which district it will skate in order to be competitive.  It was decided this was to be a decision that the Player Development would need to make at future meeting.

B. Coaches for 2008-2009

There will be an application form that coaches will need to fill out and return before July 1st if they are interested in coaching the upcoming season.  The interview questions will be available prior to interviews.  It is hoped that all non-parent coaches will be assigned prior to tryouts.

IV. Registration:

Registration date will be September 4th.  All players will need to register on-line with USA Hockey prior to registration night.   A mailing will be going out to all association members with specific instructions for registering this year.  There are a number of families that did not get their volunteer hours in last year – they will need to pay $20 for each hour that they did not get in prior to registering their children this fall.  
Tentative numbers for upcoming season for Cold Spring Area Hockey are as follows:

Bantams 14; Peewees 22; 14U 10; 12U 11; Squirts 22; Mites 33; Mini-Mites 40. Based on this projection – we will budget approximately $37, 345 dollars for registration fee income for 2008-2009 budget (based on registration fee’s staying the same).  The board will finalize the registration fee at their July meeting after we have a more solid number on ice costs.

V. River Lakes Board Election Results

Shawn Teal (CSA) and Tammy Stanger (PNLS) were elected to serve on the River Lakes Board.  Shawn will serve a two year term and Tammy will serve a one year term.  Tammy agreed to be the secretary for the upcoming season.

The next River Lakes Board meeting will be June 25th at 7:00 at the River Lakes Arena in Richmond.

VI. Recruiting – Mark Schirmers
There are a number of summer events happening over the next few months, and we are hoping to have representation at these events either by operating a food stand, having the puck shoot available, or skating in a parade.  If members are interested in volunteering they should contact Mark.  The first event is June 21 – at Avon’s Spunktacular days – the puck shoot will be there!

There will be recruiting done at the elementary open houses coming up in August.  A motion was made by Mary Pfannenstein and seconded by Molly Caron to order $750 of River Lakes Hockey magnets that will be handed out at the open houses.  The motion was carried.  This lead to a discussion about a new internet domain name and what is available.   Molly is going to check to see what domain name we could use for our new association and get back to the board.
Also discussed having a collage/poster put together for each school.  The poster would have pictures of hockey skaters that attend that school.  Mark will check with Ludwig Photography to see if they would be interested in putting something like this together for our association.  Ludwig Photography did our pictures last season and would hopefully be willing to use those photos.
VII. Vice President Report – Kevin Mooney

Tournaments are pretty well set for the upcoming season.  We will share a half-page ad with PNLS introducing our newly merged association – River Lakes Hockey, Inc.  

Not sure what we have in possession for hockey jerseys – may have to order new jerseys for 12U and Squirt Teams (total 5 teams).

VIII. Other Business

A. Team Managers:  Need to get team managers on board who have a real interest in this position – especially important this year with all the changes occurring with regards to merger.  

B. Goalies:  Discussed the low number of goalies and how we could spark interest in younger players to seriously look at this position.  Discussed what the association might be able to offer these players – equipment?  Lower registration fees?  Will continue to look at our options.

C. New WSOA Rules – WSOA will attend the June 25th River Lakes Hockey, Inc Board meeting to provide an up-date.  They will be charging $4 per game – fee for scheduling purposes.
