Minutes from June meeting was tabled.

President’s Report:  

· Each club has to give the league a copy of the Profit and Loss, and a list of the teams using the league’s federal tax ID number.  

· Background check for all coaches, assistant coaches, team managers is mandatory.  Club presidents need to make sure that all their teams adhere to this requirement.

· Richard discussed the funds needed to repair Jesse Beck, Clayton and Pamper Park.  Pam made a motion for the league to donate $3500.00 and is seconded by Russell.  All in favor, none opposed.  
Vice President’s Report:

· State Cup for U13 and U-16 is in northern Nevada next year.  It is on Mother’s Day 2009.

· The league probably need to identify the teams that should go to State Cup.  The league will help pay for training, bring teams from out of state to play the high level of competition.

Treasurer’s Report:

· Stacy gave a copy of the accounts balances.

Secretary’s Report:

· Nothing to report.

Commissioner:

· Pam explained to everyone who RYSA is.  Rick Welsh, GBYSL’s former president is the head of the field maintenance and Pam is the chair person.  RYSA is in negotiation to build 11-14 soccer field in the Truckee River Flood Project off of Mill Street .  
· Cross over from Grad 9 to Grade 8 is this Sunday.  Recertification is on Friday night.  Referee classes for new referees is on Saturday and Sunday.  All this will be at the Airport Plaza.  The fees are higher this time and the league will pay for half of the cost to a selected list of referees to help them out.  The league is going to use the $1000.00 set aside for the referee funds to buy some supplies/uniforms.

· Schedules are done.  The U14 girls need to be redone.

· The start time of games in October need to move to 5 pm because of limited sunlight.  Pam asked to move all the games to Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday double header to the fields with light and Saturdays only. The board unanimously approved.

Recreational Commissioner:

· There is a total of 170 teams.  U5, 6, 7 and 9 has the most number of teams.  The coach meeting is on August 13 at Vaughn Middle School.
· The uniforms are in and the pick up schedule will be announced soon.

Referee Liason:

· The minimum age to become a referee is 12 years old.

· Chris asked the club presidents to disseminate to their teams the referee classes, re-certifications and cross over this weekend.

· The referees will enforce the rules to forfeit the game if the team can’t provide a certified referee to fill the three man rule.

· Kenya a U-10 player want to play up on U-12 division.  Jeff evaluated this player last year and recommended that she play up.  Russell made a motion for her to play up this season only and is seconded by Jimmy.  All in favor, none opposed.

· Alissa Unruh is 5 hours too old to play on U-14 team.  Will made a motion to allow her to play down this season only and is seconded by Stacy.  All in favor none opposed.  

· The board requested a committee to set up the age division for the following seasons to be headed by Tom.  

· Mathew Krump a U12 player has special needs and can play on U11.  No vote was taken as this is allowed per the bylaws.

· Pam made a motion to allow the registrar and the president to decide the guest players during the regular season.  Will seconded.  All in favor none opposed.
· Richard asked the club presidents to remind their coaches that they need to talk to the coach of the player they are requesting to guest play for their team.  

· Tad expressed that the club expectation is very high and there is not enough competition in our part of the state. Because of this, we are slowly losing players to other venues.
