MINUTES FROM SEPT. 8, 2008

GBFCU

Quorum was attained.

Meeting started at 6:35 pm

The minutes was presented to the board.  Will made a motion to approve the minutes with the following changes:  grad 9 to grade 9.  Tim seconded the motion. All in favor none opposed.

President:  The league will probably switch back to using US Bank because GBCU is not working really 

well.  Richard wants to define the roles of  Max and Tad and will discuss it further at the next meeting.

Vice-President:  Not present.  Richard informed the league that a complaint form will be included in the website.  The disciplinary committee will act immediately on the referee reports.

Treasurer:  A written report was handed out. Will made a motion to approve an entry regarding the purchase of items from the Soccer Edge store.  Tim seconded the motion.  All in favor none opposed.

Secretary:  Minutes was presented.

Commissioner:  Pam and Ron attended a meeting in Las Vegas on Sept. 7 regarding Neusport Club.  The referee situation is getting better every season.  Pam checked with the south and got a confirmation that  we can turn down any volunteer.  Trainer Middle School would like to extend their thanks for all the donations we gave them.  Century 21 has a 9 week pilot soccer program that if turns out successful, our league may be able to do too.  Some of the recreational games schedule needs to be re-worked.

Northern NV VP:  The State Cup applications starts on February 2nd and the cost is now $600.00.  It is higher than last year because of the referee cost.  U13 and U16 will be held in Reno, 2 teams from the north and 2 teams from the south per division.  The deadline for applying is on March 21, 2009.  The roster freeze is 14 days prior to state cup.

ODP:   The state tryout is posted.  Eddie informed Jeff that this is the best tryout yet that he’s ever seen.  The north is producing more quality and stronger players.

League Technical Director:  The number of male players is going down.  Coach training is ongoing and the schedule is posted on the website.  Stacy made a suggestion to make it mandatory for coaches to get continuing education.  Jeff made an assessment on Katie Heran and made the recommendation that she be allowed to play U11.  Max made a motion to approve Jeff’s recommendation.  Tad seconded.  All in favor none opposed.  Pam asked for Jeff to send a written evaluation and forward it to Vicki.

Recreational Commissioner:  Everything is going smooth.  There are complaints from parents and coaches but at the same time we are being commended by both for the league picking up from where Tony and Gloria left off.

Regional Commissioners:  The clubs dilute the player pools and lots of players are leaving the teams.  We have to come up with a solution on how to retain players.  The league does not offer enough competition and there is a lack of development.  We need to reorganize the schedule on how we do it and who does it.  The elite players should be able to play together and be coached by someone other than the club coaches.

Pam reiterated that our state association does not allow dual affiliation.  It may be forthcoming soon.  A four-tier system should be implemented:  best, good, developing and recreational.  The league is operating on a deficit since we are entirely dependent on volunteer hours.  Richard asked to set up mini meetings to discuss all this outside the board meeting and will give a report next meeting.

Vicki:  There are 169 recreational teams with 1673 players and 58 competitive teams with 762 players.  The coaches need to be reminded that the background checks needs to be done.  This also includes any individual trainers.  A facility like Progression Fitness doesn’t need a background check.  The teams are also asked to please start using the club name and their own individual names to make it easy for them to do the schedules.  The patches are one of the things that the club can do for club recognition.  Wallace Photography will be taking the recreational division photos.  Silent week will be on the first Saturday of October.  

Dan asked if the competitive coaches can come out and help the recreational coaches.  There is no need for approval.  The clubs are being asked not to have any tryouts for any U9 teams.
