Instructions for Tournament CHUCK-A-PUCK & GIFT BASKET SELLER
** Arrive at least 15 minutes before your scheduled time **
1.
Dress warm!  We are moving “Chuck-A-Puck” into the arena to allow room for vendors!!  Check in with ticket taker and make sure they check your name off.   

2.
Get Chuck-A-Puck sheets and envelopes for money from the tournament director.

3.
Organize and sell pucks, remind announcer to promote.  As pucks are sold, write down the name of the buyer on the line that corresponds with the puck they have purchased.  

4.
Sell raffle tickets for the gift baskets.  One half of the raffle ticket goes into the drawing for gift basket of their choice and the other stays with the buyer.  The drawing will happen the last day of the tournaments, before the games start.  The winning raffle ticket numbers will be posted and announced through-out the day.    

5.
Keep money from Chuck-A-Puck separate from gift baskets.  There will be separate envelopes for both.

6.
If sales are slow, attempt to sell the pucks in the stands.  There are “rink rats” around that love to do this, so enlist their help!!  If these same kids want to help pick up the pucks after the contest, they have to wear helmets when they step onto the ice.

7.
With one-two minutes remaining in the 2nd period, go down to the rink.  If the tournament director is not available, have someone watch the gift baskets while you are down by the rink (security could help with this).  Have the announcer emcee the event.  Determine a winner (whoever is closest to center ice) and announce the winning puck.  Give one half the proceeds to the winner.  The other half goes into the envelope in the ticket booth.

8.
Don’t leave until your replacement shows up!  If no one shows up, ask someone to find the tournament director.

9.
