For my first 21 years of covering high school sports, | came to understand an unspoken language with high
school varsity coaches when they uttered one word:

"Parents."

It spoke gigabytes. | knew what the coach was thinking. We shared an identical image from years on the high
school scene: wackos in the stands screaming at officials or stalking outside locker-room doors ready to confront
the coach.

Then | became one.

A parent. The guy in the stands with a kid in uniform. It didn't happen overnight, of course. There were
countless youth games played, thousands of miles driven and untold drive-thrus visited from the time my son,
lan, was 5 through his senior year at Mentor High. Hockey and baseball were his sports. He became a two-
sport starter and earned four varsity letters before graduating in June.

He learned a lot, and of course, so did I.
Here are the 10 biggest lessons | learned from being a high school sports parent:

No. 1. Have no expectations, for your child or the coach. If you go into his or her freshman
year thinking "This kid is going to be a star," you have just set the bar too high.

Trophies won from ages 5 to 15 do not mean a thing. What he or she did on the freshman
and junior varsity teams is almost as unimportant. So many kids who are young all-stars will
fade away. Even among the seemingly "sure bets" as sophomores, some will lose interest, quit,
peak early, become ineligible or get kicked off the team.

Conversely, for the little ones, puberty is like a magic bean. It takes them to unexpected places.
I'm 5-7. My wife is 5-foot-nothing. My son grew to be 5-10 and a better athlete than either of
us ever were combined. It was an astonishing transformation, and you will be amazed at the
kids who weren't stars at early ages who stick with it and become valuable varsity performers.

No. 2. Give your kid space. Let her enjoy her successful moments and figure out how to deal
with defeat, failure and disappointment. Don't get too wrapped up in the wins and losses.
Your job is to make sure your child does not get too high after a win or too low after a loss.

No. 3. Try to have an objective view of your kid's ability and build on his or her strengths.
Don't tear him down by telling him what he did wrong unless the child comes looking for
constructive criticism. Most of the time, the kid knows it better than you.

No. 4. Let your child make decisions that matter, with one caveat. When he or she considers
quitting - and most high school athletes have that moment - make the child understand quitting

No. 4. Let your child make decisions that matter, with one caveat. When he or she considers
quitting - and most high school athletes have that moment - make the child understand quitting
is not the first option, especially once the season has begun. Dealing with adversity and
persevering are important lessons.

No. 5. Grades really are the most important thing. The chances that he or she will get a
college sports scholarship are almost nil, and even if the stars align and that happens, the kid
still has to have good grades.

No. 6. Don't ignore injuries or signs of extreme mental and physical fatigue. If he or she is
hurting, find out what it is. Playing injured can hurt the team and your kid's long-term health.

No. 7. Let your child fight his or her own battles with the coach, especially with regard to the
No. 1 complaint: playing time. Your kid has to learn how to deal with adults. It's part of
growing up. He or she will have to confront professors and bosses, and this is a good place to
learn. If it's another issue and you find it necessary to get involved, always wait a day to talk
to the coach. Let your emotions subside and think clearly about the point you want to make.
If you suspect there is hazing or abuse taking place, report it to the athletic director or principal
immediately.

No. 8. Support the team and be a good fan. Volunteer, and don't wait to be asked. Attend
booster club meetings. Get to know the other parents. Make your own positive experience in
the stands, no matter what is going on below. When you're at the game or event, cheer for
everyone on your kid's team, not just your own. Don't be the jerk in the stands, the one
yelling at the coach, your team, the other team, and mostly the officials. You are embarrassing
your school, your kid and yourself. If you don't have anything good to say, sit down and shut
up. If you're not enjoying yourself, stay home. You won't be missed.

No. 9. Understand these are competitive sports. It's not Little League where every kid gets to
play. There's going to be disappointment, heartache, unfairness and injuries. Unless it ends in a
state championship, it will end in defeat. Your kid is going to make mistakes. The coach will
yell at him or her. That's what they do. Let it happen. He or she is not a baby anymore.

No. 10. Enjoy the ride. It will go by fast. Hug your child when it's over.
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Putting 8U in Perspective

Being the Director of the 8U at Hyland for the past four years has really put the 8 and Under Division in
perspective for me. | remembered when my sons first joined Hyland and when | coached at the 8U level |
wanted my boys and our teams to always be competitive and to play hard. When our 8U teams won, | was
a great coach and when we lost, somehow it had to be my fault. | pushed my boys to strive to be the best on
their team and when they did not, 1 told them what they did wrong. In every way, | was the overpowering
parent who puts too much pressure on their kid to perform.

When | was asked to be the Director of the 8U | had to take a step back from helping out on my son’s team
and concentrate on running the program. In retrospect, it was one of the best things that could have
happened. | started missing games and practices because | had one son in Travel and the other in the 8U. 1
would miss games and practices because | had to meet an 8U parent or gather up jerseys or do something else
that was 8U related. When | saw my boys | asked how their game or practice went and they would always
respond “l was great dad, 1 did...” and | would always respond positively by saying “great job, keep up the
good work”.

When | did have a chance to make a game or practice, | would always be amazed at the new things my boys
were doing on the ice. | would tell them after the game “Wow, that was amazing, you played great today”
and it was great to see the smiles on their faces. Over time, | noticed that by always being positive and giving
them positive feedback, the better they played.

Then that day came when it finally hit me that possibly that it was my pressure that | was placing on them
that was keeping them from enjoying the game that they love. By sitting back and letting them make
whatever team they were selected for and always being there to support them, the more fun they had playing
hockey.

Every year | see the parent that | was in our 8U teams. | see them pressuring their son or daughter to push to
the next level so they can be selected to move up at Christmas or to jump pools during the summer. | see the
sad faces on the kids who just want to please their parents and it reminds me of the looks my kids used to give
me.

Let me tell you that the pressure to make an 8U team is nothing compared to what you have in store when
they become Squirts. Be glad that your son or daughter is in the 8U and be happy for them at whatever level
they play. Let them have fun and be there to support them along the way.

Much of the credit for the team’s winning ways goes to its defensive crew. Converted forward Lance
Pennington, for instance, is a heads-up speedster who works the defensive zone with the patience of Job, often
dropping in unexpectedly to become a scary offensive threat. Big Nate Mikesell is a bruising hitter who
recently stunned his opponents at the Fall Round-up in Dallas by racking up 7 points to become the
tournament’s fourth highest scorer. Austin Shick is powerful, smart menace who was sidelined by a broken
collarbone a few weeks ago but is itching to get back on skates and exact a little revenge on his foes.
Blueliners Blake Couture and Evan Kihn play with an intensity and love of the game that locks the ice down in
chilling fashion, while Nate Guymon and Keegan McCarthy put fear into their rivals’ hearts with their
intimidating size, strength and ferocity.

In net, goalies Sammy Bernard-Boymel and Ryan Fay practically live standing on their heads and have
stonewalled all but the most gifted or lucky shooters by saving 90 to 95 percent of the shots they’ve taken.
Although they have radically different styles between the pipes, the boys are great teammates and fast friends
both on and off the ice. They share a camaraderie normally reserved for tag-team wrestlers, and provide
excellent leadership to the rest of the team by example.

Offensively, the team is loaded with good stick handlers and skaters who are also fast, smart and strong. The
forwards take control of most games by playing well at both ends of the ice, breaking the puck out quickly and
peppering their opponent’s goalies with dozens of shots. They employ a very potent power play, and are
astonishingly effective when they’re down a man or two, scoring 60-70 percent of the time on penalty kills
with an aggressive system implemented by O’Leary.

It’s difficult to single out forwards for their play because the team’s success truly is built on teamwork rather
than individual skill—this is Bantam hockey, after all. But winger Dawson Pascale has the rare gift of being fast
and strong, and he often uses those tools to steal the puck off defensemen’s sticks and blow by them on his
way to the net before they can react. If they do manage to catch him, they often find themselves looking up
at him from the ice or taking a quick trip to the penalty box for hooking. Center Scott Smoot and wingers

George Gruber (out for a few more weeks with a broken wrist) and Jackson Barliant contribute physical
tenacity, uncanny positional play and seemingly boundless energy to work the puck to the net. Their work ethic
sets an example for the entire team. Winger Brandon Brewer is a brick house on skates—extremely tough to
move out of a scoring lane and an intimidating force every second of every shift.

Point leaders have traded places all season long, but the team’s current top three scorers are wingers Mitch
Coan and Gabe Whiteman-Jones and center Cody Thompson.

Coan has 51 points. He’s blazing fast, a master of the toe drag and
deke, and his creative, unorthodox skating style is difficult to defend,
especially when a penalty kill or power play opens the ice up and
4 allows him to skate more freely. Power winger Whiteman-Jones has
47 points and thrives as a defensive forward because he’s strong on his
skates and is a bone-crushing hitter. But he also has a college-level 80-
mile-per-hour slap shot and is always a scoring threat in a scrum. Both
wingers are centered by Matt McNichols, a scrappy, intelligent
playmaker who sees the ice extremely well and moves the puck with a

his teeth and carry it into the net if necessary.

Thompson has 43 points overall, and currently leads league scoring with 21 points. He almost hypnotizes
defensemen with his stick handling and cycles the puck well with line mates Kyle Wellborn and Mac Pitts, top
point getters in their right who also have outstanding hands and great hockey vision. Thompson has a wicked
wraparound shot and frequently catches goalies off guard by spinning around to shoot rockets into the net from
almost anywhere at almost any time--even as he’s leaving the ice for a shift change.

For his part, O’Leary says it’s a pleasure to coach this season’s Bantam AA team.

“I've rarely worked with a team that’s not only stacked with talent but also has a very strong
work ethic and the desire to put team first as they pursue their dream of winning state and
getting a crack at nationals,” O’Leary says. “l couldn’t be more proud of every member of this

team right now.”

Air Force senior forward Eric Ehn never listened to the detractors, never got too discouraged,
and never gave up on his dream of playing hockey at the highest levels. In 2007, the kid who
7 years earlier was cut from his midget team as a 16 year old was named one of the three best
players in the nation. Eric Ehn was a Hobey Baker Hat trick finalist in his junior year at the Air
Force Academy. Not bad for a former fourth liner.

Air Force coach Frank Serratore tells Eric's story best. "When Eric was growing up, he never
made any of the Triple "A" teams in the Detroit area. He always had to play at the lower
level. He was in his last year of midgets, so he went and played Junior "B" or Junior "C" for
some league | had never heard of before. Well, he caught the eye of a North American Junior
team, they brought him in the next year and he went and played in the North American
league. He caught the eye of a USHL team the next year; he went to Green Bay, and played in
the USHL. We presented him with an opportunity to come play here at the Academy and he
took it. He was a third line center at Green Bay in the USHL; a third line USHL center, but he
came here."

"He came to a program that was going to provide him with the opportunity to be the kind of
player that he wanted to be. | don't think he would have been a real good fourth line player,
a role player type. He needed to be in a position where he had the puck on his stick. He was
a first or second line center who needed to be called upon to win big draws and anchor a
power play. And here's a kid that couldn't make his triple "A" team as a young player.”

Coach Serratore feels Eric's story needs to be told to all the kids who have ever tried out and
been cut from a team. "Eric's story should be told to all these kids who are trying out for
teams, because more kids are going to get cut from top teams than make tops teams. Kids
need to read a story like this to say, 'you know if 1 don't make the top team when I'm a squirt
or a peewee or a bantam or a midget, that's not the end of the road; that doesn't mean I'm
done. I'm going to keep playing this game and whatever team | make I'll aspire to be the best
player on that team, and to be the best teammate | can to the people on that team. * And
eventually you can make it. | remember asking Eric, didn't you get mad? Didn't it anger you
when you didn't make those teams? He kind of smiled and said; 'it angered my mom more
than it angered me." | just wanted to play."
