Over the next week your OHA team contact will receive email notification from the OHA 
website and Team Sort Technologies asking your team to activate your account. By doing this 
you will be granted access to valuable information from the OHA including archived bulletins, 
memos, mass emails, affiliation lists, and other important information not available to the 
public. 
 
The OHA recommends your team give the username and password to your team's coaching 
staff and hockey operations people. 
  
There will be a button located on the left hand side of the webpage. �
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Players can purchase equipment through the group buying program by purchasing the 
equipment through your team. Have the player go to the local retailer and get fitted for the 
proper equipment he desires. The player should then let the team’s authorized buyer know 
what he would like to purchase and the team buyer can then order it from the retailer using the 
proper process.  
 
For Example: 20 players @ $250.00 during the season is $5,000. Players are buying skates, 
sticks, protective equipment during the season. Ensure they are using the program and your 
team and league will benefit.
