In-House

Mite and Squirt In-house teams will be selected November 2nd. Players will be notified by their coach regarding which team
they are on beginning November 3rd.

Rookie In-house teams will be selected November 5. Players will be notified by their coach regarding which team they are
on beginning November 6".

The Squirt traveling teams will be selected November 17t". Teams will be posted on the website November 18'".

Players at the Rookie level will continue to play cross-ice games throughout the season. At the Mite level, players will focus
more on cross-ice games during the beginning of the season and then alternate between cross-ice and full-ice as the season
progresses. Cross-ice games allow for more creative thinking, puck possession, shots on net, and player involvement

The players at the Rookie and Mite levels use a blue puck rather than the traditional black puck used by the older players.
The blue puck is 2 ounces lighter, making it easier for players to stickhandle and shoot.

It is important that the players have the proper fitting stick to be successful handling the puck. The most common errors |

see is players having sticks too long, too large to find-their
ing with their skates on, the stick should come just under the players chin. Many young players are using sticks with too

large of shaft It is important that players use a stick they can comfortably grip. Many of the local sporting goods stores sell

youth sticks that are designed to fit the younger player. Last, players want to grip the stick at the end. Often, players have

knobs on their sticks that are to big for them to get their hands around causing them to improperly hold their stick. Make

sure the knob is small enough for the players to comfortably place their hands around.
