
The Faribault Hockey Association is gearing up for another season. Registration is
Thursday night, September 11th, at the Faribault Ice Arena from 6:00 to 8:30, with
practices beginning the weekend of September 28th. The FHA organizes teams for both
boys and girls from ages 4 to 16. All youth are welcome whether they know how to skate
or not. Youth hockey can be an affordable alternative to wintertime blues. The FHA,
through its volunteerism and fundraising, is able to keep fees below many of our
neighboring associations. Again this year, for example, all first time skaters, ten years
old and below, will pay a fee of only $50. The Faribault Hockey Association continues
to offer an equipment program which results in free use of all equipment for skaters in the
Mini-Mite (5/6 years old) up through the Mite and girls U8 programs (7/8 years old). To
learn more about the FHA, visit www.faribaulthockey.com or attend registration night.
