· Holiday Party Billing—Members will be given the amount of one meal credit off the individual price of the party, paying the balance and for any guests on the next quarterly dues statement.
· Ken welcomed Arba-Della to her first Board meeting as President Nominee for 2010-11.
· Requests for support

· St. Croix Valley Youth United Way submitted a request for $150 from the club to support their Empty Bowls Dinner event in March. The Board voted to approve the donation in the amount requested.
· Good Samaritan Society is requesting support in the amount of $1,250 for ½ of a Somatron Vibroacoustic Chair to be used in therapy for its residents. GSS is requesting the other half of the needed funds from the Stillwater Noon Rotary Club. The Board recommended working with the Noon club to both submit for a District Simplified Grant which would fund half of each Club’s requested amount, thereby the expense to the Sunrise Club coming out to $625. Margie and Craig will approach Jay Riggs to take leadership in seeing this request through and Ken will help connect with the Noon Club.

· Steve said the Holiday Party went well at the Depot and the Board concurred. 
· Mark is heading up the committee to plan the Brewer’s Bazaar for 2009 and he is gathering anyone interested in serving on the committee at Dunn Bros., Tuesday, Dec. 23, at 7:00a since we will not be having a regular Club meeting that morning. Ken and Mark are interested in discovering new ways to raise more money with the event.
· Matt said that John Blascoe, who attended Camp Enterprise, is willing to talk to the Club for five minutes or so about his experience at the Camp in January or February. Matt will be setting that up. Matt also reported that six students are interested in the Ethics Essay contest. Matt will be following up with Dave Langer for the contest to be introduced and reiterated to the STRIVE students. The submission deadline is January 31.
· Craig updated the Board on Mabe. She is now staying with Craig and his wife and is interested in joining the Cross Country Ski Team, joining the team on their winter trip, and traveling out East to meet with other Rotary Youth Exchange students.

· The district is considering a proposed additional membership level.
