GREAT BASIN YOUTH SOCCER LEAGUE MEETING

Jan. 12, 2009
Meeting was called to order at 6:34 p.m.

Quorum obtained.

Minutes from December was presented to the Board.  
Board reports:

Richard reminded the board of how GBYSL started with US Club.  Richard Welsh, our previous president started the process and got it done.  However, Gabe froze our account with US Club.  UFA, formerly RSU is now a competing league. Richard asked the board if we should let the few UFA teams join our league as independents for a fraction of the cost.  A vote was done and these teams should pay the full $500 that the league charges.  The field fees will double this year as RYSA, Washoe County and Sparks announced an increase.  Dual registration is still up in the air.  Pam and Ron are hoping to get it approved at the next state board meeting.  

Pam informed the board that the state is 100% behind us in removing UFA from the board.  This question was asked “are we in support of GBYSL removing UFA from the board based on active participation on new US Club Soccer League?”  Everybody in attendance agreed except for Max Jones who voted no and Tad Harrington who abstained.  Another vote was taken on whether to allow teams to play with another league’s logo on their uniform.  Tom made the motion seconded by Jimmy.  Everybody in attendance agreed except for Tad who abstained.  

Pam raised a question regarding the league’s finances such as do we need a DOC and the extra paid help?  She recommended we set up a committee to get the budget done since all the field fees are going up and we are not passing the increase to the players.  Guy Hobbs has appointed Tom Vallas to be the State’s chair of discipline.  The State Cups deadline is on March 31.  The State will refund $200.00 to the team if there is no preliminary game.  Chris Roope reminded the clubs to let their teams know about the referee classes.  The dates are all posted on the website.  The communication system for the referees is in order.  Jeff Cade asked the board that the league has to operate as an academy.  We should continue educating the coaches and our area should unify as one.  The league has to be “coach friendly”.  Jeff will be spending more time to check the training session and make sure that the lesson plan is being followed.  We should make more time in training levels 2 and 3 players.  D courses will be offered in the second week of February.    Vicki reminded the board that a contested transfer can’t be appealed.  Team packets has not been received for the following teams:  Vipers (SBSC), SVU and Sparks Mustangs (SSSC) all U13 boys, U-13 girls SVU(SSSC), U11 girls CV Plumas, u12 girls CC Freedom, U14 girls Impulse and U16 girls JV Team.  
March 28 and 29 is Start up Tournament hosted by Sagebrush Club.

Nevada Elite enticed their players to join the referee pool and asked the league if they can give half of the fees to the club and the other half to the player/referee.  Sierra Mountain Soccer Club hired a DOC and no coaches are allowed in their BOD.  Comstock tournament is on April 18 and 19 for the boys and April 25 and 26 for the girls.  The Classic tournament is on May 30 and 21.
