=Gojack field is closed because of too much bird poop.  Pam and RYSA had requested the police assistance on asking the Hispanic teams to leave Terrace Park on one Sunday in December.  The fields are closed and no one is supposed to be using it.  The Hispanic team cut the chains attached to the goals. The police didn’t do anything that day.  Reno police has now been instructed to issue a citation to any teams or individual that is in violation of this ruling.  The fine is $250.00.
=Referee classes for a bridge from Grade 9 to Grade 8 is on January 21 and 22.  All attendees have to contact Chris through email.  Chris had requested to purchase a mentoring tool for $430.00.  The Board approved this request.  Out of state referees will be invited for training.
=NIAA had proposed that the High School Coach can not have any contact with their players for four weeks ( it is now at 2) after the season ends.  NIAA won’t do anything unless the complaint is in writing.

=A brochure for the league is in the process of being finalized.  It will be in English and Spanish version.  

=The tiered structure was discussed.  Several concerns and issues was brought up such as U-8 to U-10 Excel program should have a different name as was discussed last meeting; should the team be hand picked by the coach; tier one appears to be for the coach benefit only and not the players.  This issue will be addressed on January’s meeting.
=Sonya, Tahoe United player will be assessed by Jeff if she can play up.

=Titans has 2 U-15 players that will also be assessed by Jeff to play 2 years up.
