November 2008 BISA Board Meeting

The regularly scheduled BISA board meeting was called to order by President Zerfas at 7:37.

Stacy Himley presented the Treasurer’s Report in the absence of Tom Honkomp.  The report was approved.  Motion by Annette Stensgaard-Hatton, 2nd by Bill Theodosopoulos.

Additions to the Agenda:

Josh Olsen represented the Adult Hockey League.  The league was requesting to register under BISA.  Randy H. made a motion to have the scheduler set aside the next 15 Wednesdays starting 11/12/08 for the Adult Hockey League.  The charge would be $100/player.  Money that the league generates will be earmarked by BISA for that league.  2nd by Stacy H.-Motion passed.

New Business:

2010 Fund Drive-Gerry Rounds:  BISA received a generous donation of $15,000 from First Bank and Trust!  The Blue rink is ready for practice, and as soon as player benches are finished, it should be ready for games.

If your age group does not have a named concession coordinator, the director will need to be there instead.  Directors-please let your parents know!
Coaching-Steve Neuman was not present but questions were brought forth by Squirt parents concerned with the role of parent coaches and the youth coaches.

Points-Tracy Zmuda: There are 27,620 points to get this year!  Also, Tracy is in charge of collecting the Hy-Vee receipts.  There is a box for these in the concession stand or you may just give them to her.

Varsity/JV-Mark Bullington: Mark spoke of the cost of tournaments.  Many tournament prices are going up and are costing more than the handbooks says BISA teams are allowed to spend.  BISA needs to look at the amount we allow as well as the amount we charge when hosting tournaments.  Varsity tournament is having trouble getting teams to come to their home tournament.  We need to look at changing that date for next season.

Girls Varsity-Linda Fredrich- We need to look at ordering more Varsity jerseys for next season.  There are currently 23 on the Girl’s Varsity roster and there are only 20 jerseys.  For this season, the girls will borrow from the boy’s varsity.  The girls will travel to Windom on Saturday for their first game of the season.
U14-Beth Lynn:  The U14 girls are scheduled for 3 out of town tournaments.

Bantams-Rick Chapin & Curt Puetz:  The tournaments are set for both teams.  Each team is scheduled for 3 out of town tournaments.  The Bantams first game is scheduled for November 23 in Pierre.

PeeWees-Todd Stratmoen: Rosters are complete.  Todd received permission for the PeeWees to go to the Grand Forks tournament March 20-22 as a parent paid tournament.
