“MIN/WIS AAA ELITE Hockey PARENT Code of Conduct”
Because we know that parent’s behavior can get out of control at Hotels and Rinks alike, we ask the all parents follow a few rules while allowing your son or daughter to participate on our teams.  We appreciate your following of our rules.

1.) Be at the rink on time for practices and games.
2.) Parents are NOT allowed in the locker rooms 15 min. prior to game time & after the game it is up to the coaches of your team to allow access into the locker rooms when they are ready to do so.
3.) If you have a problem with a coach, you must NOT talk to him/her about things unless you can show respect.  This is NOT your local association hockey; so it is up to the coaches to make decisions for what is best for the team, not any individual player(s).  If you want more ice time for your son or daughter, tell them to skate harder & play better.  Do not hound the coaches; they are doing the best they can.
4.) The coaches decide player positions, not the parents.  (See #3)

5.) Don’t belittle other players on your team.  Your son or daughter makes mistakes too!

6.) Smile, stay positive, and watch the game - don’t analyze it!  This is your son or daughter’s experience to play the game, not yours.

7.) No obscene or inappropriate Language is to be used at any time, during or after the game, you represent your team.

8.) Please refrain from yelling at the Refs at any time.

9.) Please refrain from yelling at the other team’s coaches at any time.

10.) At hotels, please limit the use of the pool for your player.  If you want your son/daughter to play well, then help them to be ready to play.

11.) At hotels, please control the use of alcohol in public areas and do not get out of control.
12.) Stay positive about things.  Your son, your coach, & life are never perfect; don’t fool yourself to think they always will be.     “P.A.C.E.  ~ Positive Attitude Changes Everything”
13.) Meet new adults; make friends, & HAVE FUN!

We need to remember that we are doing this for our young athletes and we want to raise well disciplined adults, not a bunch of “big boys.”
