Organized Youth Soccer in Fairmont began
in the Fall of 1985 with Fall Community
Education & Recreation (CER) Program
for 35 kids.

The Fairmont Soccer Association (FSA)
was established 1n 1997 when 400+ kids

from Fairmont Area were playing soccer.

Traveling Teams played 1n the Spring and
Fall.

5-12 year-olds playing in a 6-week In-
House Recreation Program during mid-
July through August.

FSA began hosting a week-long British
Soccer Camp directed by Challenger
Sports Camps for FSA since 2002.

FSA began using the South Prairie
Soccer Fields, 8 full size fields built by the
City of Fairmont , which 1is truly one of
Fairmont’s Jewels.



2006 Joined Minnesota Youth Soccer
Association (MYSA), where 500+ kids
were registered in either the Spring —
Summer Competitive Leagues C-3 or the
Summer In-House Recreation Program.

As the Fairmont Area School Board
approved Soccer as a High School Sport
for Boys and Girls Varsity and Jr-Varsity
teams in 2006 and included 7™ and 8™
grade “C-teams” for boys and girls in
2007, more than 100 kids play school ball
during the Fall.
