Proposed MOTION
Whereas, the Board has considered the report presented by Lance Hackett, Jon Gundersen and José Ochoa regarding their discussions with McLean Youth Athletics and whether MYS should continue to be a member; 

Whereas, the Board has discussed the recommendations made by these board members, it is hereby, 

RESOLVED that the Board of McLean Youth Soccer authorizes the Treasurer and the Chairman to accept as a resolution of all outstanding amounts due to and due from McLean Youth Athletics (MYA) through January 31, 2009 for a net sum of no less than $17,500 payable to MYS as soon as practicable; and it is 

FURTHER RESOLVED that such settlement noted above be documented in the minutes of the Board of Directors of both organizations as a full and complete settlement of all amounts due and owing between the respective organizations and noting that MYS has not agreed to participate in MYA for fiscal year February 1, 2009 to January 31, 2010 unless and until approved by resolution of the Board of Directors of MYS and that until such time, MYS shall have no further liability or obligation to MYA; and it is 

FURTHER RESOLVED that Directors Gundersen, Hackett and Reed are authorized to negotiate the terms of membership with MYA for fiscal year 2009-2010 and shall recommend and advise the Board on what terms MYS should participate in MYA in the coming fiscal year, if at all.
