The February SLPHA Board meeting was called to order by President S. Rosen at 7:10pm.  Agenda was presented to the Board and reviewed with no additions or corrections needed

Minutes of the January, 2009 meeting reviewed.  J. Broderson motioned to approve the minutes, T. Nichols seconded the motioned.  Motion carried.
Representatives from the SLP High School Boosters asked for Senior Night Awareness participation at the game on February 19th at 7pm by wearing Park colors.  In addition, a poster contest with the theme of Senior Night for all SLPHA players was presented.  For each poster made their name went into a drawing with the winner and fellow team members having pizza with the SLP Junior Varsity. PULL TAB REPORT
M. Speicher presented to the Board the December and January report for review. 
December Report:
Gross receipts were $253,799
Prizes paid were $214,719
Net receipts were $39,080
Through December (a six month period), the profits are $16,085 above projections.

The ending cash balance of $76,264 was $19,288 above plan.

December gross receipts were $40,659 above plan and deposits were $5,603 above plan.

January Report:

Ending cash balance was $57,476.  This is $14,576 ahead of projected cash balances.

The January deposits were $36,156.  The budget is $33,477.

Approved January Allowable expenses were $44,856; actual expenses paid were $36,434.

Approved January Lawful expenditures were $25,500; actual expenses paid were $18.51.

Pre-approval of February Lawful Purpose and Allowable Expenditures:

Allowable expenses totaling $44,856 are presented for approval.

Lawful purpose expenses totaling $25,500 are presented for approval.

J. Broderson motioned to approve February’s allowable expenses, J. Arko seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
J. Broderson moved to approve the lawful purpose expenses for February.  A. Davidson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
M. Speicher noted he was to hold an employee’s meeting on Saturday.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT
President Rosen received Dollars for Scholars Funding Request in the amount of $1,500.  D. McIntyre motioned to approve the request.  T. Donahue seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
A funding request was also made for Senior Prom All Night Party for the same amount as last year.  T. Nichols motioned to approve the request.  J. Broderson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Rosen was asked by Blake Association to have Bantam level play under our umbrella.  More information was needed by the Board before voted upon.

TREASURE’S REPORT

DISTRICT 3 REPORT
J. Arko reported the following was discussed during the D3 meeting:  referees stated violations were down by 20%; US Hockey is looking to change registration dates to May 1st; and mismatches have occurred in the Bantam PeeWee B-1 and A games due to inaccurate scores.

During the D-3 meeting J. Arko mentioned there was also discussion on the redistricting of Minnesota hockey.

CONCESSION/ VOLUNTEER REPORT
C. Meyers reported that to date concession revenue is the same as last year.

GIRLS COORDINATOR REPORT
H. Noreen not present to report.
HOCKEY DEVELOPMENT
D.  McIntyre reported of a CEP issue which occurred in January in which D-3 enforced CEP at the Mite Level 1 and Mini Mites level for coaches.  Ten SLP coaches were not in compliance which resulted in them being pulled and not allowed to go onto the ice as of January 28th.  In order to remedy the problem from happening in the future, SLP is planning to hold a CEP for Level 1 this spring.
McIntyre also reported Joe Bianca is continuing his work with the Bantam A and PeeWee B1 and A teams to focus on the middle level players which will in turn enable them to improve their level of play.

Squirt B-1 had their first couple of wins.

Bantam A and B2 grievances reported.

Coach’s meeting was held January 21st at which time one of the items for discussion was the possible merger.  The coach’s consensus was the merger needed to be community based.

Hockey Development meeting will be held the third week of February.  Items that will be addressed are coaches’ surveys and parent’s surveys.

Donahue is working on the distribution of the year end medals for the award ceremony.

SQUIRT COORDINATOR
A. Eberle gave a report of a bake sale fundraiser to be held on February 5th that was being conducted by Squirt B1 parents for hockey mom Christine Steinbach who is battling cancer.
Eberle will have an orientation meeting at the end of March with parents whose athletes are leaving Mites and going into the Squirt level.

BANTAM COORDINATOR

OLD BUSINESS
Grievance and By-Laws tabled.
Discussion took place concerning the Washburn proposed merger.  It was agreed by the Board an open forum meeting to be held with the association parents would be needed.  Possible scenarios of this are:  1. Keeping Storm as it is; 2. Merging Storm with Washburn; 3. Withdrawing from the Storm and being SLP only; and 4. Withdrawing from the Storm and merging with Hopkins.  A vote by the Board will be needed this spring.

Hills.   With the exception of Eberle all agreed to stay on the Board for another two year term.
