III. Open Issues
 Financial Report: Kurt was absent, the Board dispensed with review of the financials. Andy mentioned receiving a $ 6000.00 donation from Vail resorts and read a letter from Vail resorts which accompied the donation.   Additionally, we received an $1800.00 check from Maximum Comfort for a dasher board.  
Fund Raising: A brief discussion regarding additional fund raising opportunities was held. Carrie Delaine suggests the possibility of a live auction.  She also volunteered to help coordinate volunteers for events.

Kris discussed the dasher boards and presented an updated listed, she did mention some confusion with sponsors being double billed, and she has no idea who has paid and who has not paid.  Additionally Impact Graphics is billing sponsors and they should be billing VEHA.
The Board needs a breakout of who has paid for dasher boards.
End of Season Party: A brief discussion as to the date for the end of season party was held,  Linda was going to reserve Saturday April 4th as Sunday the 5th was unavailable.
New business:
Tara Lane requested the board support her skate-a-thon for Multiple Sclerosis  on March 29th which benefits the Heuga Center. She would like our support to get our players involved.  The board is in support of this activity.
Additional discussion was held regarding getting Tara more involved with the program in general as she is a professional skating instructor. Carrie Delaine suggested the board supply a prize in lieu of actually donating dollars.  The prize should help stimulate our players to participate.
Girls Hockey – the board reviewed the schedule of games for the girls program, currently the girls have two more home game than any of our other travel teams.  Scheduling and pricing for the girls program  needs to be more carefully reviewed next year, as there are issues as to the financial burden on the association and is the program paying their fair share.
Officiating: Pat Hirn announced he would not be allowed to be the officiating scheduler due to CIHRA’s policies.  Michael Fratarcangeli will now schedule officials for the rest of the year.  Discussion was held regarding fees paid to officials and how the board could support getting the most qualified officials to officiate games.  Issues including game fees,  number of games at a time, scheduling of games, and inappropriate contact between parents and officials are matters to be discussed further. 

Pond hockey: Pond hockey is ready to go, additional volunteers are need for the youth weekend to monitor games, We expect about 30 teams.  We expect a team from Texas in the Midget Division, as well as Glenwood and a team from Denver.  Set up is organized, but additional volunteers would be nice.  The Tournament is being sponsored by Carhart, Datapak, and Detroit Red Wings.  There will be free hot dogs and cocoa for the youth weekend.

Michael Glennon sent a letter stating his interest in serving on the Board.  At the current time the Board did not want to expand beyond the current 9 members.  Andy will contact him.  The Board however did state they would review the current terms of members and discuss holding an election this spring.
