· Monthly Update 

· Eric distributed updated financial information for the Board to review and advise him if you have nay questions.
· Motions Presented by Eric Reed:

Motion # 1:  Resolved that the attached Code of Business Conduct and Ethical Standards 
(version 1.0) is hereby adopted effective this day.  
Motion 1 was seconded and after BOD discussion, Motion 1 was approved.

Motion # 2:  Resolved that the attached Document Retention and Destruction Policy 
(version 1.0) is hereby adopted effective this day.  
Motion 2 was seconded and after BOD discussion, Motion 2 was approved.

· MYA Agreement

· Consistent with the motion passed at our January Board meeting, I informed Gerry MYS would accept MYA’s settlement offer (a net payment to MYS of $17,729) for prior years subject to their Board acknowledging it is a final settlement and future participation shall be negotiated.  
· MYA was informed that MYS would like to participate in a community youth sports

Advisory Council.

· Discussions will be continued towards these goals.  

Fields Development Initiative Update: Lance Hackett, Director
· Spring Hill Park 

· Meeting held at Dranesville District Supervisor’s Office attended by Jane Scott Jones and   Lance Hackett, to discuss trespassing and noise issues.

· Also attended by Cheryl Patten – legislative aid to Supervisor Foust,

      CRS, FCPA and two County agencies – permitting and noise ordinance.  
Lance made the following motions to the Board:

Motion # 1   Resolve to prohibit the use of bullhorns by any MYS activities at Spring Hill Park and discourage the use of whistles during team practice.
Motion # 2 was seconded and after Board discussion, Motion #1 was withdrawn and it was decided that MYS would discourage the use of bullhorns and whistles during practice, because these are not normally used during MYS activities.
Motion # 2   Resolve to contribute one third of the money, not to exceed $25,000, to a landscape fund to plant evergreen trees along the property line between the fields and the homeowners.  (The remaining two thirds will be contributed by the Park Authority and homeowners.)

 
Motion #2 was seconded and after BOD discussion, Motion #2 was approved.

Comment:  MYS must continue to remind our members not to trespass across people’s property and to be good neighbors, and to enforce sanctions against those who ignore these prohibitions.

· US Soccer Foundation Grant

· The grant has now been approved by all Authorities: Fairfax County Park Authority and US Soccer Foundation.  

· The final step will be to negotiate the installation and cost of the USSF logo.
· Turf Field MOU Proposal 

· Lance met with Chairman Bulova, Supervisor Foust, CRS and several staff members along with Bob Maynes and Roy Pepper from MYS to discuss the Turf Field MOU.  The meeting gave MYS the opportunity to tell our side of the story, which had not been heard by most Board members.  

· The vote on the Proposal has been delayed once again until an unspecified time.

· Lance commented that a unique opportunity for field development is being missed.
Travel Report:  Rich Maresco, Travel Director
· Washington Freedom Agreement 

· Agreement now being drafted for signature by John Auldridge.

· After signature it will be announced to the club.
· Prince William County in Virginia and Bethesda in Maryland will be the other clubs signed as Affiliate Clubs with the Washington Freedom.  

· Coaching Evaluations
· Will be sent by the end of March.

· Technical Director Clyde Watson’s Coaching Philosophy 
· Now being implemented in all age groups.

· All AGDs will be following his guidelines for age appropriate training.

· Scholarships

· They are being requested at higher numbers and more children

· Rich Maresco is evaluating the MYS model and receiving input from other clubs.

· Injury Prevention Training 

· Training is being provided to our Travel and MPS Coaches.

· Each coach in the club will be asked to follow the regimen that helps to strengthen and improve running technique while building more flexible muscles. All activities will be age specific. 

· This program is the latest methodology to aid developing players to prevent most leg injuries to all our players but to emphasize the benefits to the girls who are much more likely (as much as 79% more) to have an ACL tear than boys. 

· Coaching Changes

· Any coaching change will be communicated to their teams in April and a transition plan will be implemented for the player’s benefit.
MYS Administrator Report:

· Registration Summary Distributed

· Almost 3,000 players are now registered

· Registrations down about 15% versus final count for Fall & Spring 2008.

New Business:

· Memoriam, Wayne Gilbert SFL – Proposed by Jane Scott Jones, MYS Recreation Commissioner
· The Board recognizes the tremendous contribution made by the late Wayne Gilbert to youth soccer in northern Virginia, through his involvement in setting up the Suburban Friendship League.  The SFL, started in 1990, now schedules over 475 teams aged 12-19, from almost 30 clubs, and Wayne served as the Commissioner.  MYS' registration in the middle and high school age groups increased substantially in the last 10 years, and had 51 teams participate in the Fall 2008 season.
 
Together with Chris Martin, the SFL Administrator, Wayne, who died earlier this month, was the recipient of the MYS Community Involvement Award in 2001.
