President’s Report:  John Gabos
Ice Scheduler:

We have a volunteer for Ice Scheduler – John  Rosendahl.  John has kids at the mid levels Squirt I believe, so he can do this for a year or 2.  The Ice Scheduling team will be meeting the first weekend in September to get John up to speed and draft our guidelines for the distribution of Ice to teams.

New Web Site:

Arena Report:  Chris Hickok

An hour clock was discussed, as D3 would like to see every arena have one. They will budget an hour clock for the 09-10 season.

Coaches Board:  Steve Robinson
Try outs: They are looking at adding/changing some of the try out drills. They are currently trying to identify individuals to run the skills sessions both from inside the association and outside the association in order to keep costs down. They would like to implement the skills sessions by team as opposed to level. They will try and get ice scheduled for skills by September. 
Tournaments: Registration for tournaments is under way.
Bantams:  They have discussed the upcoming Bantam situation, and they are recommending the top Bantam team be placed at the A level. John Gabos, Mike Schroeder and Kevin Trio attended the Coaches Board meeting and participated in a lengthy discussion. Gabos, Trio, and Schroeder are in support of the coaches board recommendation. They are still interviewing 3 potential candidates for the coaching position. The Booster Board expressed concern that there be consistency applied throughout the placement of all the teams, not just the top team. They also questioned who will be responsible for the additional responsibilities this team will face by adding 20 or so scrimmages to the schedule, along with the costs. Kevin Trio has agreed to work toward securing scrimmages in August and September, and the association will agree to pick up the additional costs for games and scrimmages to a number keeping this team on par with what we pay toward the other Bantam teams.
Motion to accept the recommendation by the Coaches Board to place the top Bantam team at the A level by Trio, second by Schroeder, yeahs include Lensing, LeNeave, Swanson, Trio, Flemmer, Cleveland; opposed include Johnston, and O’Connor, motion carried.
