Minutes from March 12, 2009 Board meeting

Meeting was called to order at 6:25

Paul Brick (PB) presented an Income/Expense by Category from 2/1/09 through 2/28/09, statement included the 3 payments made to youth boys $500, youth girls $500 and umpires $650. Balance now stands at $23,319.08.

PB then presented verbal information that he had contacted two accounting firms and received verbal quotes of $700. These are in excess of the quote received by Maureen Novak. Board recommended upon Maureen’s return that she contact the accountant and begin contract negotiations.

PB also stated that organizations tax return be filed by May 15, 2009 as required by our parent group U.S. Lacrosse.

PB also submitted to Board President Larry Doran (LD) ST-16 Minnesota Revenue forms completed and ready for signature. PB recommended tax return be completed prior filing ST-16. LD requested PB provide itemized recap of two line items, “Pass through given” and Pass through received” 

Second signature on checking account, PB and LD agreed to meet on Friday March 13th at U.S. Bank to add LD to checking account. PB, and LD will also meet with Sarah Scheuble Bourne to develop a checking account for the WDNT, MLA will provide a balance for use in placing deposits. The account will be replenished by player fees, this account will maintained for further years use in providing early deposits such as airfare and hotels reservations.

WDNT update:  Chapter Chair Sarah Scheuble Bourne presented the following,

Registration is now closed, 57 players (current Junior or below) have been nominated, six schools have asked for extensions (Becker, Blaine, Eden Prairie, Holy Family, Irondale and Mounds View). The Senior High School division has 23 players identified. Packages were sent out to perspective coaches and players.

The WDNT budget was reviewed and LD requested that Sarah provide two separate budgets one for the High School division and on for the Senior High School division group. 

At present the budget appears to be at $800 per player, airfare has been locked in and hotels and transportation still are being worked out. The process appears to be on schedule.

Laxtravaganza update, Julie Carlson (JC) has volunteered to take over chairing the organizational needs of the event. Julie will explore places to host the event given Holy Angels will be under renovations this summer. Possible options, Hopkins, Chaska, Eden Prairie, Mounds View. Julie will arrange details.

PAC training, Mark Erickson (ME) reported that although we missed the initial window for the training.

It was recommended Mark contact a Maria Slusser for help in rescheduling and still holding this spring.

Training is usually held with two sessions on Saturday and one on a Sunday morning.

Website, improvements have been made, JC asked if the website has the capability to broadcast information. ME will explore the broadcast feature.

It was restated that the General Assembly meeting in which Board Member selection voting all takes place will be August 13th at the Kaplan Center.

New Business

JC requested we obtain validation from U.S. Lacrosse that all umpires are active members, LD will make the request of U.S. Lacrosse.

Erin Lorsung and Matt Meyer brought to the Board an opportunity for youth teams to participate in a national sponsored tournament. The MLA must sanction the team and the age groups are U-13 and U-15 both boys and girls. The Board discussed in depth the merits of working with the youth groups.
The Board requested that the Youth Boards bring back a proposal in September that would road map the process in which would select the teams to attend. The MLA will look at in the future as being the sponsor of the tournament fee in future based on membership proceeds from U.S. Lacrosse. Again this whole process is based on a proposal from the youth leagues on how the program would be run.

After discussion was held a motion was made to allow one girls team and one boys team to participate in  this year’s U.S. Festival  this year at their expense with no reimbursement this year. The Youth League will send out an email soliciting any teams interested in participating. The MLA is allowed one team at each age group and gender for the tournament.

The motion carried 5 yea and o nah,” to allow on team from each age group and gender, U-13 and U-15 to represent our region this year at the U.S. Festival. No monies from the MLA will be used this year”. The motion was made by PB and seconded by JC, Heather Brick’s proxy was voted by PB. 

A motion was then made to adjourn and passed.
