Re; Age Certification

Each association is responsible for the enforcement of its member’s proper registration. Proof of age is critical in the registration process. It is each Associations Board of Directors responsibility to insure that age certification is done properly

The rules governing age certification state that a player must have proof of age with them for all playoff and state tournament games.  Documents providing proof of age are Birth Certificates, Passports, Driver License or a copy of the Wisconsin Register of Deeds Association Fact Sheet. Also referred to as the Annotation of Birth Facts Abstract. 
 It is recommended that Associations use the Annotation of Birth Abstracts as their means of certifying the age of their players. This form can be copied and kept on file and accompany the player to tournaments and away games. 

Each association should  review its policy for insuring proper age enforcement.  To maintain consistency and insure proper registration it is recommended to incorporate the form into your policy and procedure. 

The Association will require the Parent or Guardian of the player to produce the Birth record  in order to transcribe the information on to the Annotation Abstract Form .  Once the information has been certified correct the association should have at least two board members affirm that the info is accurate.
