SDAHA STATE TOURNAMENT RULES

Following are the rules and general information relative to the SDAHA State Tournaments. Please pass this information on to anyone else in the host associations that have a need for this information. 

The Boys Varsity Tournament will be assigned through a “bid” (application) process. (7/10)
A.  Minimum requirements for the bid process are:
· Must be at rink located in South Dakota;
· Must be at rink with 1,500 permanent seats (with standard architectural definitions) with open, unobstructed site lines (does not include obstructions caused by rink and benches), which can include collapsible seating which meets safety criteria for small children which are;

· Must be in town with at least 180 reserved motel rooms within city limits, or in city limits of city contiguous with host city;

· Must be in rink with clean facility with no dirt or sawdust floors in concourse, locker room area or main rink room;

· Must be in rink with sufficient lighting for television coverage;

· Must in rink with concessions to provide hot and cold drinks, and hot and cold food, with personal service.

· Must block 24 rooms per team at time of submission of bid, based upon estimate of teams to be registered.

· Rink facility must have sufficient requirements for provision of television coverage such as power, access and parking for satellite feed truck.

B. 
The Gate Receipts shall be the property of SDAHA.  

C.
The State shall reimburse the hosting local a base reimbursement of $3000 plus a 15% incentive of gate for expenses based on a formula considering tournament expenses and incentive to attract additional gate. This reimbursement amount is determined by the executive board or at the fall meeting by the board of directors.
D.
The balance of the receipts shall be allocated among the numbers of league teams.  
E.
No local may host two (2) tournaments, so if after the bid process for the Boys Varsity Tournament the winning local was already scheduled to host a tournament, that other tournament shall be assigned to a local not hosting a tournament (2010: Sioux Falls, Sioux Center, Yankton) based upon a process similar to the bid process above (excluding the minimum criteria).

Additional requirements:  

· No local can host 2 state tournaments in one season: 

· Revenue sharing on 2011 Boys Varsity gate
· Date bids due and awarded to be determined by the Executive Committee
1. Tournament Format: Tournament formats should be distributed to local presidents in a timely basis by the SDAHA president. The host association should complete the format by inserting the game times and then returns the format to the SDAHA president for final approval as soon as possible. Also, a copy should be forwarded to the Referee-in-Chief for referee assignments. The SDAHA president will forward the host association the final standings when the last league game has been played, and score sheets turned in, in each age group. The final Tournament Schedule can be then distributed to the media, other associations and to the Referee-in-Chief.

In establishing game times, you must take into account the following requirements:

A. There should be a minimum of 2 hours between peewee, and 2 ½ hours between bantam, girl’s varsity/ jr varsity, and youth varsity/jr varsity games (time is from the start of one game to the start of the next game).  During the medal games (usually Sunday), there should be a minimum of 2 ½ hours between peewee games to allow time for awards, etc. (9/05)
B. No varsity team shall be required to play more than one game per day. There must be a minimum of 12 hours between games played on consecutive days for any team (time is from the end of one game to the beginning of the next).

C. The ice is to be resurfaced at a minimum as required in the SDAHA Playing Rules (Rule 5.C). Peewee and bantam:  Please let the SDAHA president know if you do not plan to resurface between each period; the ice is to be resurfaced between the first and second overtime period and every other overtime intermission thereafter. 
D.  For a 10 team tournament, there will be play in games on Thursday of the State Tournament and at the State Tournament location.(9/11)
Overtimes shall be handled in the following manner:  (1) Five minute rest, goalies remain in the same net, ten minute sudden-death overtime. (2) Second overtime, resurface ice, goalies switch ends, 10 minute sudden-death overtime. (3) Additional overtimes, repeat #1 and #2. (9/02)

D. Only in cases of emergency and with SDAHA approval, should the established game schedule be changed. Often teams will wish to change the time for a consolation and/or third place game. The changing only results in additional problems. All teams entering the tournament will know in advance the game schedule and are expected to play the games when scheduled.
Weather Cancellations:  SDAHA Executive Board, SDAHA President/ designee, and Hosting Tournament Director will decide on any weather related cancellations. (9/02)

E. The host association/teams will not have any advantage over any other team during the state tournament. The only advantage any team will have will be due to the seeding procedures. All designated persons such as minor officials (e.g. announcers, scorekeeper, etc.), award presenters, tournament directors, etc. are representing SDAHA during performance of their tournament duties, not any individual team, and should be impartial (9/01).


F. The host association should use the seeding procedure in establishing game times for the first day of SDAHA state tournament play. Highest seeded teams should play during the “prime time” slots. (2/02)  The order of play on the first day of the state tournaments for boys varsity & jr. varsity levels shall be #3 vs #6. #2 vs #7, #4 vs #5, then #1 vs #8. (9/11)
2. Eligible Participants: All players must be rostered and registered with the SDAHA registrar, on the team for which the player participates, and be enrolled in an accredited school within that community by January 15th in order to participate in State Tournament competition with that team (SDAHA Administrative Rule 6.A). The same rosters which were filed with the registrar for league play will be the State Tournament rosters unless he/she approves any changes before the tournament begins. The SDAHA registrar will certify a list of the registered players eligible for State Tournament participation to each Tournament Director, each team coordinator and the SDAHA president prior to the tournament starting date. MAKE SURE GAME MISCONDUCTS are noted on score sheets and that those players are NOT allowed on the bench. Any protest to the eligibility of a player shall be filed in writing with the SDAHA president or his/her designee not less than one hour prior to the affected team’s first game.

Jr. Varsity player selection: The SDAHA board came up with the following rules to consider when you are selecting your Jr. Varsity players for the Jr. Varsity State Tournament:

a) The primary purpose of the SDAHA Jr. Varsity Tournament is to provide a tournament for Jr. Varsity players. 

b) Coaches, players, parents and board members need to be ethical and use integrity regarding state Junior Varsity tournament players. 

c) Players must be present and on the bench and participate in at least 50% of the Jr. Varsity games, as validated by the scorekeeper. Jr. Varsity coaches and the president of each local association will sign-off on the roster that those players listed have participated in at least 50% of the Jr. Varsity games during the year.  The roster will then be sent to the SDAHA president.  The Disciplinary Committee will investigate any violation.  (4/03)

3. On-ice Officials: The SD Referee-in-Chief and the SDAHA president will appoint the on-ice officials for each tournament. The RIC will schedule the referees for each game. No parent/sibling shall officiate a game in which their child/brother/sister is participating. The officials will be paid by SDAHA at the same per game rate as they are paid for SDAHA league competition. All on-ice officials are responsible only to the SDAHA president and the SD Referee-in-Chief or their designees. 





4. Tournament Committee: The operation of each tournament will be conducted by the host association tournament committee headed by the Tournament Director.

5. Minor officials: One of the duties of the Tournament Committee will be to obtain the minor officials, i.e. score keepers, announcers and penalty box (see also 1E). All minor officials must be experienced and competent adults. 

Goal Judges are mandatory for state tournaments involving boys Varsity/Jr. Varsity teams.  Goal Judges will be game officials not scheduled to be on the ice during the game or retired game officials.  Goal Judges will be assigned by the referee in chief and SDAHA president. (9/06)

6. Trophies, Awards, etc.: 
A. Trophies will be presented to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place teams. In addition, a consolation trophy will be awarded if there are 8 or more teams in any given tournament. The Tournament Directors for the Tournaments are responsible to make certain that the association presently having possession of the traveling trophy for that level (last years championship winner) brings it to the tournament before its first tournament game and that it is in appropriate condition to be awarded immediately upon conclusion of the championship game. Effective the 2007-08 season, there are traveling trophies for all league levels. 
B. Participation medallions (up to a maximum of rostered players plus four, including coaches, coordinators, stick boy, etc.) will be furnished to all participants in the peewee level following each team’s final game. No medallions will be given to participants at the bantam levels and up beginning with the 2010 state tournaments. (10/09)
C. League championship patches will be presented to each member of the championship team in each league and a plaque to the league championship team. They should be awarded at the opening ceremony, when all teams are present since this is the only recognition that the members of the league championship team receive. 

D. Even though a Sportsmanship Award may not be presented, be sure to publicize the need for good sportsmanship by players AND spectators in the tournament programs.

E. SDAHA pays for all trophies and medallions through assessments. The SDAHA president will request bids on all these items from among the trophy dealers in the member association communities. The bids are due back by the 15th of January each season. The cost of the league championship patches and plaques will be borne by SDAHA. The SDAHA president will arrange to have the trophies, medallions, and plaques delivered to each tournament. Medallions will be only given at the peewee level beginning with the 2010 state tournaments. (10/09)
F. All State academic achievement awards will be presented to varsity/jr. varsity players (seniors) that have achieved a 3.30 cumulative grade point or above during three years of hockey participation through the first semester of their senior year. These awards will be handed out during the opening ceremonies.

7. An Awards Ceremony will be held at each state tournament.  Timing of this ceremony must be approved by the SDAHA President. (9/06) This is a good opportunity for everyone to get together in a spirit of good sportsmanship, for the league championship awards to be presented, academic achievement awards (at the Senior level only), for welcoming presentations, and for the colors to be formally presented.

During any ceremonies where all teams are being introduced, teams will be introduced in order of seeding, with lowest seed first and highest seed/league champion last. In the event of co-league champs, highest seeded team will be introduced last (9/01).

8. Special Events: ANY SPECIAL EVENT SCHEDULED DURING THE TOURNAMENTS, SUCH AS MITES EXHIBITION GAMES, FIGURE SKATING PROGRAMS, ETC. MUST BE SCHEDULED BETWEEN GAMES RATHER THAN BETWEEN PERIODS OF A GAME. If you have a special event, schedule the tournament games appropriately so that required time will be permitted teams to warm-up and resurface the ice prior to the scheduled starting time.

9. Protest/discipline committee: The Tournament Director and the SDAHA president or his/her designee will constitute the Discipline Committee. In view of the simplified discipline procedure, the SDAHA president or designee will act as the Discipline Committee.

10. Accommodations/skate sharpening: The host association should contact the participating teams regarding the available housing, rates, etc. Each association is responsible for making their own arrangements for housing. The host association should also arrange for skate sharpening during the tournament if such facilities are not available in the arena.

11. Publicity: 

A. SDAHA president or the president’s designee will be responsible for sending out pre-and post- tournament publicity to the news media and will send the host association a copy of any publicity releases. If there are any other media, which should be added, please let him/her know.

The host association is responsible for sending out any additional pre-tournament publicity to any other media it deems appropriate. This publicity material should be timed so it reaches the media five to eight days before the tournament commences. If any weekly newspapers will be used, keep in mind they generally need the information at least 2-3 days before their publication date.

B. The host association is responsible for making arrangements to call scores into the media during the tournament. Be sure to tell them whether the scores are first round, consolation, semi-final or final round. Be specific. Do not wait until the entire day’s competition has been played before calling in scores. Radio and TV stations covering news in communities entered in the tournament should be notified of the scores at the end of each session. Press, radio and TV stations that have cooperated on pre-tournament publicity should always be notified of the tournament scores as it progresses.

C. With the approval of the SDAHA president and any media that has already contracted for broadcast rights, radio stations may be able to broadcast a Varsity State Tournament game. There is a $100.00 fee payable to SDAHA for any radio broadcasts. (9/99)
12. Medical Attention: A medical or osteopathic physician, emergency medical technician, paramedic or certified athletic trainer shall be in attendance at all games. First Aid Equipment must be available at the arena.
13. Program: Obtaining information from the competing teams is often a “last minute” program. The Tournament Committee may have to call some of the participating teams to obtain the necessary information in order to meet printing deadlines. Participating teams should get the necessary information to the tournament committees upon request.

14. Gate Receipts: With the exception of the previous information on the boys varsity tournament, the host association is entitled to 100% of the gate and program advertising receipts. From these, it is responsible for all ice time costs and programs, etc. The SDAHA Board has approved the following entrance fees as the maximum that the host association can charge for state tournaments (9/08):

Recommended family pass includes 2 adults and immediate family.  Up to six (6) cheerleaders and one (1) student manager of participating teams will be allowed entry into games and tournaments free of charge (adopted 4/01).

15. Conduct: The host association is responsible to maintain crowd control, furnish security, rink management and related matters as requested by the game referee and SDAHA president.

16. Seeding Rules
A. Teams shall be seeded in the SDAHA State Tournaments in the order of their finish in SDAHA league play (ranked by points with two points for a win and one point for a tie or an overtime loss). If two (2) or more teams have an equal number of points, their position in the final league standings shall be determined by the team with the fewest total losses (end of regulation losses plus overtime losses) being the higher seed, then using the following tie breaking format. If one tie-breaker establishes a position for one or more teams, each team is placed in the applicable position. Once a team is placed, the remaining tied teams shall start the tie-breaking process over again at step 1a. The tie-breaker formulas are as follows:
1.  The results of the head-to-head games played between the tied teams in the following order:
a) Most points

b) Most wins

c) Differential – Subtracting goals scored against from goals scored in these games, the positions being determined in order of the greatest surplus.

d) Quotient – Dividing the goals scored in these games by the goals scored against, the positions being determined in order of the greatest quotient.

2.
If after applying the above tie-breakers the tie still exists, the results of all SDAHA league games played by the teams tied in the following order:

a. Most wins

b. Most ties

c. Differential – Subtracting goals scored against from goals scored in these games, the positions being determined in order of the greatest surplus.

d. Quotient – Dividing the goals scored in these games by the goals scored against, the positions being determined in order of the greatest quotient.

e. Least penalty minutes.

f. Least match and game misconduct penalties

g. Coin flip. (5/09)

17. The higher seeded team shall always be the home team. The home team will wear light jerseys; the visiting team shall wear dark jerseys.

18.. No protests shall be allowed on the playing rules.

19.. League champions are determined from the procedure approved 4/99. (SDAHA Playing Rules/Administrative Rules 6.F).  If still tied, they will be co-champs.

20.. In the Youth Varsity and JV State Tournaments only, there will be no places determined other than Consolation Championship (5th/ 6th Places), 3rd Place Championship (3rd/ 4th Places), and Championship (1st/ 2nd Places). 4/08
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
