Meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm

Quorum is met.

Dean made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous month’s meeting and is seconded by Will.  All in favor none opposed.

Per Dean, disciplinary issues can’t be pursued if a written form is not submitted.  

Jimmy reported that there are 120 teams in the recreational division.  March 21 is the opening day and all GBYSL members are invited.

The south’s concern over dual registration is the same old coaches per Pam’s report.  They want the coach not to cross gender and not to use club coaches.  This program is going to high level tournaments and is not eligible to go to state cup.  Should the tryouts be invitational or open to all?  The State is going to keep a close eye on our decision.  ODP in the south is under the gun financially.  Tom Vallas was announced as the State Disciplinary Chairman.  Dean is still GBYSL Disciplinary Chairman.  Silver State tournament on January and February went well.  Eddie Henderson released all licensing to the north coaches to Jeff.  California intermediate referees are invited to the March 7 and 8 in service training of referees.  A reminder needs to be sent out again that in order for you to coach you have to do the background check.  
The treasurer’s written report was handed out.

Richard introduced the guest for this meeting:  Jaime Frias and Missy Price both from UNR Soccer Program.  Jaime, UNR’s head coach explained the recruiting process.  He also asked for the league’s help in raising funds for the program.  Chevy’s set aside a date where 25% of the sales will benefit UNR.  UNR coaching staff is available to all the teams for a fee.  You need to go to their website to set up the time. 
Continuing education classes will be offered throughout the season.  Jeff raised the question of why the league does not offer awards anymore.  The board was asked to send ideas to Jeff on regarding awards.    The coach clinics will be offered in order to cut costs every candidate is asked to print the manuals off the website.
The youth portion of USSF is going to be eliminated.  The group is using only 10% of the funds for the youth.

Northern Nevada referees comprise more than 50% of the total referee pool of the whole state of Nevada.  More referee clinics are being offered.  The dates are posted in the website.

Inter league play schedules will be coordinated with AYSO for U=9, U-10 and U-12.

The league brochure is ready for print to be distributed to all the clubs.

There are 100 competitive teams for the spring.

On this years AGM, the following positions are up for election:  President, Commissioner and Secretary.  The meeting will be at the Airport Plaza, time and date to be determined.

Sagebrush Start up is on March 28 and 29.  Comstock Shootout boys weekend is on April 18 and 19 and the girls is on April 25 and 26.  Nevada Zephyr Cup is the weekend before Father’s Day.  State Cup is on May 9 and 10 in Reno and May 16 and 17 in Las Vegas.  

Nevada Elite is offering a Goal Keeper Clinic on Feb 27 through March 1st with Tracy Dukar from UNC as the trainer for a fee of $350.00.

John Chavez raised a concern about the UFA and NV Elite’s tournament being on the same day.  The referee pool is not enough to cover both tournaments.
