To the club presidents, please inform your club teams that they are expected to shake the referees hands after each game.  No one is allowed on the tactical area except for the coach/team managers.  

Sal, the new president of NNSL was presented to the board.  He reported that the league’s inauguration is this Saturday at UNR.  

Vicki informed the board that the master schedule for the whole season is posted in the website.  This is the schedule that is given to the referees so please make sure that you compare your schedule to this.  

The AGM is on June 15 at 6 pm at the Airport Plaza.  The by law changes need to be dispersed on May 1st, 45 days prior to the meeting.  The following positions are up for election:  President, League Commissioner and Secretary.  

Richard asked the club one more time to provide the league a copy of their clubs tax return.  A copy of the Profit and Loss and check register needs to be turned in and so with the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws.  

Poaching has to be settled between the club presidents.  If it can’t be settled, then it needs to be presented to the board.
