A group of association members presented their concerns regarding the previously proposed decision to have and in-house PeeWee B team at River Lakes East and River Lakes West and a Co-op PeeWee A team. The board, Player Development, and the association members discussed the pro’s and con’s of this decision. This years current players numbers dictate that River Lakes will have a PeeWee A and a PeeWee B team, both co-op.  The board will revisit these concerns in coming months for future years.

1. River Lakes Hockey Inc has established a policy regarding skater’s that tryout for High School teams:

The skater must register with the association and pay all registration fees prior to being allowed on the ice. If the skater attend High School tryouts and makes the High School team; they forfeit their registration fees. They will not be required to complete fundraising or volunteer hours. If the skater does not make the High School team and had not previously registered and attended the River Lakes Hockey Inc tryout; they will be placed on the lowest level team. If the skater had registered with River Lakes and attended tryouts they will return to the level RL team they had previously been placed on. The volunteer and fundraising requirement will be required for this skater.
The board made an ammendment to the above policy. Bantam age and 14U players that are intending on trying out for the High School teams must pay their association registration fee prior to stepping on the ice. River Lakes will deduct $10 per hour of scheduled practice time for the skater, whether they attend the practice or not, and will reimburse the remainder of any registration fee if applicable.
