Fields Update:  Lance Hackett, Director

· Fairfax County Community and Recreation Services has announced that the “in” county player fee per season will remain at $5.50; however the out of county player fee has been approved to be raised to $30 per player per season.

· The MYS Board is very concerned about the effect of proposed development plan for Tyson’s Corner on the athletic field capacity in the surrounding communities.

· Spring 2009 Registration Summary 

· 3,280 players are registered to play in MYS for the Spring season, which includes all programs:  Recreation, Travel, MPS Travel, U5 Soccer and Top Soccer.

· 222 players are registered to participate in Monday Night Training Sessions which includes Skills Training for Recreation Players, Travel Training for MYS Travel Players U12 and older and Travel/House Keeper Training.

· 478 players are playing in MYS’ MPS Travel Program and participate in Wednesday Night MPS Training.

New Business:

· Spring Hill Recreation Center has some new parking policies 
· Parking is not allowed in the main lot unless a person is attending a class sponsored by the Rec. Center.

· MYS will follow up with the county regarding this new policy.

· Ambassador’s Cup:  Jose Ochoa, Director of Sportsmanship
MOTION:  Resolved the MYS Board of Directors unanimously approve holding the Ambassador Cup this summer on a “break-even/small profit” basis in a manner conducted in previous tournaments and that Jon Gundersen present a proposed budget to the Chairman and Treasurer for approval no later than May 31, 2009.

· Nicole Megaloudis Tournament:
· MYS was asked to host/sponsor the Nicole Megaloudis tournament this summer on August 8 and 9 at Spring Hill #2 and #3.
· Description: Nicole Megaloudis, a member of the VCU women’s soccer team and MYS alumni, passed away 9th, February, 2004.  Her mother and friends created a foundation to honor Nicole’s memory and the good deeds she did for others.  The Foundation was established to assist students who hope to continue their athletic endeavors at the collegiate level.  Scholarships are awarded on a ’need’ basis.  Additionally, students must be involved with community service and demonstrate leadership qualities. The major fundraiser for the foundation is a tournament and an associated silent auction.  In the past few years, MYS players have received the college scholarships, including Mike Foss (88 MPS Celtic).

· Nicole was the step-daughter of the US U20 National Men’s Team Coach Thomas Rongren and bother to current MYS/MPS coach Chris Megaloudis

· In addition to the tournament, a used soccer equipment drive will also be promoted.  

· Chairman Michael Riemer made the following Motion:

MOTION:  Resolved that the MYS Board will host the Nicole Megaloudis tournament in McLean as an MYS sponsored event.

Final authorization for the tournament shall be subject to the Board’s approval of a detailed tournament plan, financial budget, and volunteer budget no later than the June Board Meeting.
