He has been sent resumes of potential Board Members as well as copies of our 2009-2010 Budgets.  

Cliff suggests table nominations with committee sign up until try-outs tryouts. Sign up forms will be placed at all try-out dates to solicit those interested in committee work.
Treasurers Report:  Final Copy of 08-09 budget presented by Suzanne. All ice has been paid for. Midget hotel bills still coming in. 

Still outstanding player fees. Association fees still outstanding from multiple members. Rick will send letters to those with outstanding balances and give 10 days to pay in full. Will contact WAHA is sanctions for required.   

Neil   states part of team fees ($1000 from each team) will be put aside for jersey purchase in the future. Game and practice ice set for 2009-2010 season at $200/max amount.

 Need direction on LLC for coach’s salary. Establish policy of LLC’s for all coaches to avoid tax liability.
Tryout Updates: Squirt through Bantam try-outs will take place May 27-31st. Hockey Operations proposed fee of $50 at all of these levels. 

Midget try-outs June 6-7th. Will only move forward with final Midget Camp if both numbers and talent are present to field a competitive team. Hockey Operations proposes fee of $100 for try-outs at this level. 

Try-out Procedures: Players must attend 2-3 nights of each tryout. May be excused after 2 skates at coach’s discretion.  Squirt through Bantam Major budgeted at 16 players per team. Midget Major budgeted at 20 players.  Exit interviews, all will be done following 3rd try-out session.  All players will participate. Receive congratulatory  or rejection letter. All Players not making the team will make receive $500 refund immediately following exit interview. 

Player move up is allowable. Players must be top 2 defensemen and top 3 forwards/top goaltender & is at the discretion of the coach and Hockey Operations. If there is no team be fielded at the players current age level the  League no news to report.
