TOURNAMENT RULES
A. OVERVIEW

Each team will play three (3) preliminary games. Two points will be awarded for each win by a team, one point awarded to each team in a tie game and zero points for a loss.  There will be 8 teams in the Bantam A and Midget Major A/High School division. Two pools of 4 teams. Pool A & Pool B. At the completion of the primary round (first three games) – first place in the A Pool will play second place in the B pool, with first place in the B pool playing second place in the A pool – the winners of those two games will move on to the championship game.   The consolation game will be #3 in Seed A playing #4 in Seed B, and, #4 in Seed A playing #3 in Seed B.  Minimum of four games, Maximum of 5 with championship.
In the event of a tie to determine playoff position, the criteria will be as follows: 
1. Head to Head   2. Penalty Minutes  3. Goals AGAINST each team. 4. Goals FOR each team  5. Coin toss. 
Game time will be one hour and fifteen minutes as stated on the Master Schedule given to each team.  All teams should arrive forty-five (45) minutes prior to scheduled game time.  Team managers must review the pointstreak scoresheet and make any changes and declare starting goalie at that time.  The Tournament Committee prior to any game may invoke curfew time if the officials deem necessary to insure the posted game schedule.  If tournament officials determine that the schedule is in jeopardy, they may shorten warm-up time and breaks between periods to protect the curfew time assigned to each game.  

B. CHAMPIONSHIP GAME
Should a Championship game end in a tie at the end of three regulation periods, a five (5) minute Sudden Death Overtime period will be played – five on five.  The first team to score will be declared the winner.  If two teams are still tied at the end of the overtime period, a second five (5) minute Sudden Death Overtime will be played with four on four.  The first team to score will be declared the winner.  If still tied, there will be a Shoot Out.  This will involve each team selecting five (5) players who will alternate taking penalty shots.  If, after five (5) players from both teams from both teams have completed their shots and the tie still has not been broken, the process will continue with five (5) different players until there is a winner.  The game score will reflect the original score plus one goal for the winning team.  Penalty shot goals in the shootout will not be reflected in individual player statistics.  
C. AWARDS – A trophy will be awarded to the 1st and 2nd place team.  
D. GENERAL RULES
USA Hockey Rules shall apply, except as modified below.
1)  All teams and players must be registered with USA Hockey.
2)  Prior to their first tournament game, each team will be required to show proof of their USA Hockey Team Membership Application and Roster submitted to USA Hockey, each player’s IMR, copies of Birth Certificates for each player and Medical Release Forms for medical treatment.

3)  All games shall consist of three (3) periods.  All games will have three 12 minute stop period. There will be no overtime games during Round Robin Play. Overtime will be played in championship game only. Tournament officials reserve the right to move any game to running time to recover time in the tournament schedule. Time will run during the final five minutes of the third period when the difference in score between the two teams is four (4) or more goals at the three-minute mark.  Stop time will return when the goal differential returns to three (3) goals.  The clock shall also stop for injuries.  There will be a one  (1) minute rest period between periods of play.

4)  All games will be subject to the curfew rule per CDYHL Rules and Regulations.    At the end of the second period, the off – ice Officials shall determine the time remaining until the curfew. If the actual time remaining until the curfew is 25 minutes or more the third period shall proceed under its regularly prescribed stop time as outlined in paragraph 3. If the actual time remaining is less than 25 minutes, then the third period shall consist of 50% of the remaining time before curfew, under a stop clock (ie: 20 minutes remaining, the clock will be set to 10 minutes and will be a stopped clock.)   The clock will run in the third period only when the goal differential is four or more goals as described in paragraph 3 above.  
5.)  There will be no charge to spectators.
E. CREDENTIALS
Each coach should be sure that his players arrive forty-five (45) minutes prior to scheduled games and are dressed and ready to play 10 minutes prior to game time.
Each coach will be required to make sure that the following items have been given to our tournament directors either in person or by mail:

A)  USA HOCKEY REGISTRATION for each player.
B)   Proof of age for each player (birth certificate)

C.) Official USA Team Roster must be presented before first game.
D.)  Coaching Credentials for each coach must be presented.
E.)  Proof of player Consent to Treat

F. PARTICIPATING TEAMS AND OFFICIALS
Each team may have up to four (4) USA Hockey registered coaches.  All team officials on the bench must have an USA Hockey IMR on file and must be listed on the Score Sheet by name.  Coaches must be on the team roster.

Pointstreak will be used for scorekeeping.  Game results will be posted on Pointstreak within 24 hours of the game.  It is the responsibility of the manager to delete any players who will not be participating (including those serving any type of game suspension).  
 G. SPORTSMANSHIP
Fighting, abusive behavior, or unsportsmanlike conduct by players, team officials, parents or spectators will not be tolerated either on or off the ice and will be grounds for removal from the tournament.  The USA Hockey Zero Tolerance is in effect for both players and spectators.  Teams will be penalized for unruly spectators and unruly spectators will be banished from the building for the remainder of the tournament.  The referees shall have the option of ending any game should they feel that the players or game officials are endangered.  In such case, the Tournament Committee and/or on-ice officials will determine the outcome of the game.
H. JERSEYS

 It will be the home team’s responsibility to wear primarily light colored jerseys and the visiting team’s responsibility to wear primarily dark colored jerseys.  Tournament Officials must be advised in advance if any team is unable to meet this requirement.
I.LOCKER ROOM
  Each team will be assigned a locker room for each game.  Neither the Breckenridge Ice Arena nor the Summit Hockey Association assumes any responsibility for personal property left in the locker rooms.  Each team is responsible for the security of its players’ belongings and TO INSURE THAT THE LOCKER ROOMS ARE LEFT CLEAN.

J. DAMAGES TO RINK
 Should any player or players, or any teams willfully damage any property at the Breckenridge Ice Rink, all cost for repair or replacement shall be borne by the team(s) concerned.  Arrangement for restitution must be made immediately with the Ice Rink Management.

K.  CONFLICT/DISPUTE RESOLUTION COMMITTEE
 The tournament directors of the Kingdom Kup tournament will decide discipline and protests.  A protest fee of $50 will be charged per protest and must be paid before the Tournament Directors or Tournament Committee hears the protest.  The Committee shall be responsible for deciding any actions to be taken against a player or team official.  

No player or team official shall be suspended from participation in the remaining games unless he/she has appeared before the committee and has been given the opportunity to relate his/her version of the incident.  The Committee will act on any such matters that occur after the game in which the infraction occurred and before that team’s next game.

L. FEES
The entry fee for the tournament is $1000.00 Bantam A and $1100 for Midget Major A.  If teams register and pay by September 1, 2009 – they will receive a $50 discount.  Registration and rosters need to be postmarked no later than September 10, 2009.   Eight teams will be accepted for the Bantam A and Midget Major A/High School weekends(  There will be no admission fee charged to spectators at this tournament. Tournament refunds will be promptly returned to those teams not accepted. No refunds will be returned after teams have been accepted.
