PULL TAB REPORT

March Report:

The ending cash balance of $34,645 was $26,575 above plan.

March gross receipts were $41,475 above plan and deposits were $8,845 above plan.

April Report:
Ending cash balance was $23,803.  This is $28,552 ahead of projected cash balances.

The April deposits were $39,688.  The budget is $33,477.

Approved April Allowable expenses were $46,540; actual expenses paid were $35,276.

Approved April Lawful expenditures were $20,500; actual expenses paid were $15,254.

Allowable expenses totaling $45,456 are presented for approval.

Lawful purpose expenses totaling $20,500 are presented for approval.

J. Broderson motioned to approve the lawful expenses.  H. Noreen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  H. Noreen made a motion to amend the lawful expenses to increase the amount by $600 for state license and permits.  J. Broderson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
